EURO-OPTIMISM OR EURO-SKEPTICISM AMONG THE

UNIVERSITY OF NIS STUDENTS

Summary

The end of the twentieth and beginning of the twenty-first century
is characterized by the gradual loss of confidence in the European
Union resulting in Euro-skepticism even among its earlier members.
The same trend as well as the changed attitudes towards the integra-
tion processes are also noticeable among some Eastern Europe coun-
tries, which experience the membership as a way out of the transition
crises. The concept of Euro- skepticism is differently defined but the
definition used in this research makes a distinction between hard and

soft Euro-skepticism.

This paper analyses the opinions of the University of Ni§ about the
accession to the EU. The initial hypothesis is that the students are
Euro-optimists and that they approve of the accession believing that
the EU is going to bring about positive changes and the quality of life
improvement. However, the results of the research based on the rep-
resentative sample of 818 examinees demonstrate that the majority
of the students do not believe in the positive changes although they
approve of the Euro-integration processes and support Serbia’s mem-
bership the EU; they can therefore be regarded as soft Euro-sceptics.
