THE IDENTITY OF BELGRADE:
RECOGNITION AND SYMBOLS

In this paper, the identity of a city is defined as a set of ,,unique
features that ensure its continuous recognizability and distinguish it
from any other city* (Backovi¢, Spasi¢, 2014). In the analysis of the
identity of Belgrade, a modified Nas typology of urban symbolism is
applied (Nas, 1998; Nas, Jaffe, Samuels, 2006; Nas, De Groot, Schut,
2011; Spasi¢, Backovi¢, 2017). Urban symbols are recognized as the
basis of the city’s identity, and since they represent a heterogeneous
set, they can be divided into the following categories: material
symbolism (material urban configuration), discursive (stories about
the city), personal/iconic (famous personalities), behavioral (patterns
of collective behavior), emotional, gastronomic and sign symbolism.

The analysis in this paper is based on two surveys realized by
the Institute for Sociological Research of the Faculty of Philosophy,
as a part of the project , Territorial Capital in Serbia — Structural
and Action Potential of Local Development™. In the first research
“Territorialization of transnational discourses and practices in
Belgrade”, interviews were conducted with experts - local population
(21) and foreign citizens (21) who live and work in Belgrade. The
research was conducted at the end of 2018 and the beginning of 2019.
Second, the online research “Everyday life in a globalizing city -
discourses and practices of employees at universities in Belgrade”
was conducted in April and May 2021. The sample comprises 230
respondents — members of the academic community in Belgrade,
employed at the University of Belgrade and the University of Arts.

WHAT DO WE DO WHEN WE STOP WORKING?
RESEARCH ON THE INDIVIDUAL AGEING
IN OUR COUNTRY

The paper presents part of the results of the most recent
explorative research of the elements of lifestyle of older population in
Serbia (65+) carried out at the Faculty of Philosophy in Belgrade, over
the last three years (2020-2022). The sample covered 1356 people
distributed according to relevant sociodemographic characteristics
(age, gender, education, prior occupation, health condition, wellbeing
and place of residence). The goal was to interrogate hypotheses
related to the prevalent practice of complete and abrupt withdrawal
from the work force once a person fulfils statutory conditions. The first
hypothesis was that elderly neither proceed with paid work nor do they
wish to. Second hypothesis was that the everyday life is mostly spent
in passive leisure (watching TV for hours and socializing with friends
and relatives). Cultural consumption (visits to cinemas, museums,
classical concerts, exhibitions etc.) as well as practice of other forms
of active ageing are rare (travels, etc.). Interpretation of the findings
approved for the hypotheses and primary researcher’s experience.
Although respondents do not take up paid activities after retirement,
they do however resort to unpaid work. Gender differences in terms of
older women and mothers being main care takers and assisting adult
children (around grandchildren and household) and disabled and aged
persons (relatives, neighbors) were proven again.

Recreational activities and hobbies as well as the use of internet
and social media are infrequent. Still there are some differences. These
are attributed to place of residence (rural —urban), age, health condition
and education. Highly educated, healthy and urban respondents and
coupled ones are more devoted to their body (keeping illnesses under
control, sports), they are generally more active (paid work, free time

activities, cultural consumption and travelling). This is apparently
related to their better living conditions, higher human capital and
better quality of life.

Political implications cover enhancement of the basis of
human resources (paradigm ’quality of population’ instead of
outdated ’quantity’) by way of increased participating in tertiary
education, promotion of lifelong learning throughout the life course,
improved health protection, decreased mortality of population 50+,
in particularly, avoidable one and suppressing morbidity. Secondly,
decision makers should support gradual instead of forceful retirement
and implement public policies aimed at social inclusion of the aged,
especially at the local level. All these would contribute to the better
utilizing of the demographic treasure of the elderly (knowledge, skills,
experience and wisdom) both globally and locally.

INTERNATIONAL COOPERATION AMONG THE
POST-YUGOSLAY STATES IN THE CONTEXT
OF BILATERAL TREATIES — MANIFESTATIONS
OF MUTUAL SYMPATHIES VS. DIPLOMATIC
NECESSITY

The main research aim is to highlight mutual signing of bilateral
treaties regulating various issues. It is very interesting to see if all
the states separated from the former Yugoslav federation are equally
interested in international cooperation, particularly by signing bilateral
treaties. It is interesting to find out which of the states signed the
most bilateral treaties with its “sisters states”, and which one is the
least active in this field. The answer may help detect high, average
or low sympathies these states developed for each other. It is also
interesting deciphering whether signing of the bilateral treaties proves
the existing sympathies between the states or emerge from diplomatic
necessity. The analysis will consider all the states arising from former
Yugoslavia: Slovenia, Croatia, Bosnia and Hercegovina, North
Macedonia, Serbia, Monte Negro (Kosovo will not be considered
because of the problematic status). The two research methods will be
used prevalently: analysis of documents and comparative method.

BEING CHINESE ONLINE — DISCURSIVE (RE)
PRODUCTION OF INTERNET-MEDIATED
CHINESE NATIONAL IDENTITY

A further investigation into how Chinese national(ist) discourses are
daily (re)shaped online by diverse socio-political actors (especially ordinary
users) can contribute to not only deeper understandings of Chinese national
sentiments on China’s Internet but also richer insights into the socio-technical
ecology of the contemporary Chinese digital (and physical) world. I adopt an
ethnographic methodology with Sina Weibo and bilibili as “fieldsites’. The data
collection method is virtual ethnographic observation of everyday national(ist)
discussions on both sites. On each ‘fieldsite’, I observe how different
socio-political actors contribute to the discursive (re)generation of Chinese
national identity on a day-to-day basis with attention to forms and content of
national(ist) accounts that they publicise on each “fieldsite’, contextual factors
of their posting and reposting of and commenting on national(ist) narratives
and their interactions with other users about certain national(ist) discourses on
each platform. Critical discourse analysis is employed to analyse data. From
November 2021 to December 2022, I conducted 36 weeks’ observations with
36 sets of fieldnotes. Based on fieldnotes of the first week’s observations, |
found multifarious national(ist) discourses on both ‘fieldsites’. Second, Sina
Weibo and bilibili users have agency in interpreting and deploying concrete
national(ist) discourses despite the leading role played by the government and
the two platforms in deciding on the basic framework of national expressions.
Third, the (re)production process of national(ist) discourses on Sina Weibo
and bilibili depends upon not only technical affordances and limitations of
the two sites but also some established socio-political mechanisms and
conventions in offline China.

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SERBIAN ENTREPRENEUR IN EUROPE
AND AMERICA - (RE)CONSTRUCTION OF
IDENTITIES IN FIRST-GENERATION MIGRANTS

The paper deals with the problem of (re)construction and use
of identity among first-generation Serbian immigrant entrepreneurs in
the two largest centers of the Serbian diaspora - Vienna (Republic of
Austria) and Chicago (United States of America). Starting a business in
a new social environment, in addition to the entrepreneurial, activates
other identities such as ethnic, migrant, and gender. The significance
of a certain identity for a business depends on the characteristics of the
occupation, the duration of stay in the country, immigration status, etc.
However, it is also influenced by the social environment within which
migrant companies operate. The nature of the value system and social
and property relations that dominate in a society can favor the use of a
certain identity. Thus, identity choice can be a strategy in the economic
activities of immigrants. The paper will analyze the construction and
use of identity by Serbian immigrants in two different social contexts
in order to examine the potential differences that exist in relation to the
context. The research will be conducted using qualitative methodology,
and data will be gathered using the in-depth interview.

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RURAL SELF-ORGANIZATION IN THE CONTEXT
OF THE EXPOLAR ECONOMY

The study of the regional features of the self-organizing actions of
rural residents implies understanding of the basic coordinates of that social-
economic space in which self-organizing initiatives of both individuals and
rural communities take place. Regional differences of rural self-organization
are usually determined by the so-called “expolar economy”, or — as it is
defined in the Russian sociological discourse — ‘informal’, ‘gray’, ‘parallel’,
‘invisible’, ‘alternative’, ‘family’ or ‘marginal’ rural economy. The core of
expolarity is formed by the logic that is not limited to an organized system
of exclusively economic reasons and expectations of the pragmatic nature.
Expolarity absorbs all regional and local intricate features of the everyday
life of rural households and communities as reflecting and representing both
the way of life of the local society and its families’ habits and reputation.
When considering the ‘other’ logic of rural actions, we get a real opportunity
not only to more clearly identify the regional elements and factors of
the social-cultural structure based on the ‘works and days’ of the current
rural generation (which combine the formal and the expolar), but also to
predict the historical fate of such a specific regional combination. Thus,
the contemporary regional ‘rural worlds’ are determined not so much by
the patterns of intersubjectively emerging from the everyday standardized
practices as by the rural subjects’ ability to rebuild and modernize both the
external contours and the internal structure of the new expolarity as based
on the innovative mechanisms of self-organization.

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RURAL SELF-ORGANIZATION IN THE CRIMEA

Self-organization is an important indicator of the developed
civil society, while atomization of rural communities indicates serious
problems. The rural crisis that began in the Crimea in the last decades
of the Soviet state is deepening as the measures taken by the authorities
in the post-Soviet period did not and still do not have the desired effect.
Rural territories continue to lose the economically active population
despite some centrifugal urban migration to the countryside. The
so-called ‘optimization’ of the rural social infrastructure, significant
differences between cities and rural areas, the lack of jobs and other
reasons have pushed many rural residents to the city. Moreover, the
rural authorities’ lack of real power and mechanisms for solving local
problems reinforces atomization and apathy of the villagers. The
return migration (from the city to the countryside) indicates that not
all anti-crisis measures taken by the authorities are in vain. However,
it is necessary to reconsider the priority areas of support: today, the
emphasis is on infrastructure projects, while it is no less important
to develop human and social capital based on the regionally specific
forms of self-organization in rural areas. A positive example of such
development is the efforts of the authorities and non-government
organizations to support and promote rural cooperation in the steppe
regions of the Crimean Peninsula: rural communities of some depressed
settlements managed to solve many social-economic problems, and
such communities need priority support.

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DIASPORA AS A FARAWAY REGION

The term “Region,” has experienced much change and evolution
within the social sciences. Regions are typically defined as being a
cohesive area that is homogeneous in its selected defining criteria. This
emphasis on the dominant concept of the region as a territory, is often
arbitrary and is established more for convenience than the pursuit of a
holistic perception. The notion of Diaspora has long been associated
with communities dispersed across different geographic locations, most
commonly defined by their shared cultural heritage. There has been
a shift in the discourse surrounding Diaspora: Diaspora has emerged
as a powerful proponent that embodies the experiences of dispersed
communities. Diaspora possesses a fluidity that challenges the static
nature of regions as it transcends geographical and territorial boundaries.

This abstract will reevaluate the concept of region, emphasising
its potential for fluidity and acknowledging the power dynamics
embedded within it. The conventional understanding of a region as
a territorial entity has proven problematic and outdated. Its selection
of features that are relevant to a particular problem, means that other
features which do not pertain to the interests of the dominant groups
in the centre are ultimately considered irrelevant. This paper argues
that by reconceptualizing Diaspora as its own far-flung region, we
can move away from the exclusionary nature of traditional regional
definitions and pave the way for exploring new analytical capabilities
and reinterpreting Diaspora as its own transcendental region.

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SERBIA’S WAY TO THE EUROPEAN UNION:
ECONOMIC INTEGRATION MATURITY
IN A REGIONAL COMPARISON

The current accession round is the longest in the history of the
European Union (EU). Serbia is one of the candidate states, which
are the closest to become a member state regarding its preparedness.
The composite indicator and its indices are based on Tibor Palankai’s
and Frank Schimmelfennig’s economic integration maturity and
preparedness theories and also include the European Commission’s main
economic accession criteria. The aim of the study, based on a complex
indicator developed by the authors, is to examine the evolution of the
economic integration maturity of Serbia between 2006 and 2020. The
main conclusion is that, although Serbia significantly has improved its
economic integration maturity over the period, its performance is below
that of Croatia for the former accession. This calls for further reforms
in the candidate country. The study is a valuable contribution to the
relevant body of the knowledge of the subject, as no similar analysis has
yet been carried out in the international literature. The introduction of a
composite indicator can measure the economic preparedness of Serbia
for EU accession in a quantitative and comparative way. Despite its
widespread application, a composite indicator has not been used in this
form by introducing a benchmark country. The research results support
and complement the current enlargement strategy of the European Union
in a quantitative approach and represents Serbia’s accession way to the
European Union. The results can also provide an objective basis for
developing and supporting development and economic policy decisions.

The topic (problem) of regional inequalities in the labor market
increasingly attracts the attention of various scientists, especially today
(in the period of transition, that is, transformation from a socialist to
a capitalist system, the development of information technologies, the
emergence and introduction of artificial intelligence in the sphere of
work, etc.). In this connection, at the beginning of the paper, we will
point out the notion of regional inequalities in the labor market and
indicators (rate of activity/ employment/ unemployment/ inactivity).

The paper approaches the problem of regional inequalities in the
labor market from the perspective of territorial capital, which is assumed
to be in a cause-and-effect relationship with the aforementioned
problem in terms of the capacity and utilization of territorial capital.
The examination of cause-and-effect relationships refers to the
analysis of each dimension of territorial capital (production, human
and social/social) through specific indicators (production: agriculture,
construction and investments; human: age and gender structure, level
of education, number of schools/pupils/students /faculty and social:
airports and water supply).

We end the paper with a conclusion in which we will answer
the question about the connection between territorial capital and the
problem of inequality in the labor market.

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STATUS OF WOMEN FARMERS IN SERBIA

Serbia is one of the countries with the biggest disproportions in
regional and social development in Europe. The economic transition
has further increased the regional inequalities. The multi-layered
polarization of Serbia is manifested through considerable interregional
differences, demographic structures, human potential, economic
structure and its efficiency, poverty, and infrastructure coverage. The
existence of disparity in the level of development between specific
regions in Serbia is the most pronounced between Serbia’s North and
Southeast.

In addition to the disparity between specific regions, there is also
a gender gap in many areas of life and work. This paper focuses on
the status of women involved in agricultural production in order to
establish if there is a connection between the level of development of
an agricultural region and the status of women farmers. Even though
there is an entire series of indicators used to measure the level of rural
development and the status of women in specific economic branches
and in society in general, there have not been many attempts to connect
these indicators. Accordingly, the authors examine the connection and/
or complementarity between the indicators in the context of general
indicators of regional development. Specifically, the key issue is to
determine whether the status of women farmers should be introduced
as an indicator of rural regional development.

DEMOGRAPHIC CHANGES AND REGIONAL
DEVELOPMENT IN SERBIA

The paper points out some determinants of demographic changes
that occurred in Serbia. A special review is given to the demographic
changes in the population structure of the region in the last twenty years,
which occurred in urban and rural settlements. Demographic changes in
the structure of the population are accelerated where there is demographic
attrition of the population in rural areas and their share is increasing
in the period of deep and deepest demographic age. More significant
demographic changes have occurred in marginal areas where there are
more and more old residents living in them. The role of the educational
structure of the population in the context of the development of the region
is beyond doubt, especially since education is an important factor in the
social and economic position of the population. The educational structure
is unfavorable in certain regions, districts and local communities.
Differences in the educational level of the population in the city and other
settlements by region are evident. It is inevitable to reduce the difference
between regions and create conditions for the even development of
regions, areas, local communities and putting a number of resources such
as social capital and natural resources into operation. It is necessary to
undertake a series of measures and activities and offer new ways for the
sustainable development of the region in the context of the development
of urban and other settlements. The development of a number of activities
for which there are conditions in rural settlements is one of the priorities
in order to preserve rural communities and their revitalization with the
support of all relevant factors of society and clearly defined directions of
development in the region, area, city, municipality and local community.

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SEVERAL THESES ON THE FUTURE OF
‘TRADITION’

Transition from socialism to capitalism is inevitably determined
by the ‘question of identity’ as a constituent part in the establishment
of a nation’s ideology. Such endeavor is usually referred to as ‘return to
tradition’. In other words, the birthplace of a nation lies in the depths of
traditional past. But ideology is built upon a fundamental ideologeme. In
this case, it is indeed traditional, a place where retraditionalization is built.
Yet, since ideological reminiscences of the past imply a Gleichschaltung of
that same past, they reinvent the modern, present-day, appropriate “past’.
In theory, this is well-known as the “invention of nations”, necessarily
accompanied by the ‘invention of tradition’, which involves complete
rejection of the truth that no past can be revived simply by returning to it
in its genuine form and especially to its ideologized version.

In such a transitional effort to make a radical departure from the
fallen ‘communism’, there has been a long-standing ‘patriotic struggle’
devoid of any clear and rational outcome, aimed at establishing
‘traditional values’, i.e., ‘tradition’ as a value- and life-exemplary
monolith to be built into the foundations of the national fortress, the
fortress in which all Serbs will be at ‘their hearth and home’. The
fortress will offer a place of peace even to the infidels, the atheists,
the agnostics, as well as to those of other nationalities provided that
they all sing in unison and from the bottom of their hearts the national
anthem chorus: “God save, God nurture / Serbian lands, Serbian
people!”

The question of identity is the cornerstone of this ideological
construction and its definition is quintessential for the revival of
‘tradition’.

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IDENTITY OF HUNGARIANS IN VOJVODINA
IN THE CONDITIONS OF DEMOGRAPHIC
TRANSITION

According to the 2022 census data, there are slightly more than
188 thousand members of the Hungarian national minority in the
Republic of Serbia. Compared to the 292 thousand from the previous
census in 2011, this is a drastic decrease of more than one third.
The historical attachment of Hungarians to Autonomous Province
of Vojvodina was damaged by the collapse of SFR Yugoslavia, and
deepened by the general crisis of the nineties of the last century. Then
there was a mass emigration from the northern Serbian province, as
well as internal migrations and grouping of Hungarians in the northern
districts of Vojvodina, which border the Republic of Hungary. The
trend of the outflow of the Hungarian population will continue even
after the democratic changes in Serbia, and an additional incentive
will be the possibility of obtaining Hungarian citizenship for citizens
of Serbia. The aforementioned tendencies influenced the changes in
education in the Hungarian language in AP Vojvodina, as well as the
relocation, reduction of activities or the complete cessation of work of
certain cultural, informative and publishing houses and institutions.
In the article the aforementioned processes will be discussed in more
detail, and the goal is to determine their impact on the identity of
Hungarians in Vojvodina.

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BELONGING AND IDENTITIES OF THE SECOND
GENERATION OF EXILES —- THREE CASE
STUDIES

In this paper, we searched for an answer to the question of how
the descendants of exiles self-negotiate the issue of personal, family,
and collective identity and belonging in the light of the experiences
of collective trauma to which their family members were exposed in
the wars of the 90s of the 20th century. The assumptions from which
we started are - that the tragedies of families and collectives are kept
as family secrets, that our young interlocutors have little knowledge
of this, and that they justifiably assume that stories about these events
reached them only in fragments. Furthermore, the descendants of
exiles face “truncated belonging”: they are neither here nor there, and
they have no clear idea of where home is. To test these hypotheses,
we talked to three young men who were born after the exile of their
families and collectives from their homeland. Our respondents
confirmed that family tragedies are rarely talked about, but the thought
of the existence of such secrets occasionally “overflows” into their
consciousness and causes a series of unpleasant feelings. They are
constantly self-negotiating about Who are they and where do they
belong? They cannot define own identity, and in this conditionally
speaking confusion, they are held by the firm determination of their
parents that they belong somewhere else, as well as the fact that all
three were exposed to rejection by their peers from the environment
in which they grew up because they are recognized as different. These
findings should worry us and encourage us to deal more with the topic
of exile and identity both in the domain of public discourse and in
the scientific field, since a good part of the inhabitants of our country
bear the trauma of exile in their (in)direct experience and it is justified
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to assume, the feeling of “homelessness”. Finally, in the face of such
human suffering, it is not ethical to remain silent.

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THE ECONOMIC POSITION OF URBAN AND
RURAL POPULATION IN SERBIA DURING THE
CONSOLIDATION OF CAPITALISM

The subject of this paper is an analysis of the economic position of
the urban and rural population in Serbia during the consolidation of the
capitalist order. The main objective is to determine whether there have been
significant differences in the economic position of these social groups in the
specified period, and the assumption is that they exist. An additional objective
is an analysis of the economic position of the urban and rural population
in Serbia over two decades, starting from the accelerated post-socialist
transformation to the consolidation of capitalism, and the assumption is that
the economic position of the urban population is higher than the position of
the rural population regardless of the variations in the stability of the emerging
capitalist order. The analysis is based on data from a survey conducted in 2018
on a representative sample of the Serbian population of 2,211 respondents.
In addition, data from comparable surveys from 2003 and 2012 are used,
and all three were conducted by the Institute for Sociological Research of
the Faculty of Philosophy in Belgrade. First are analysed the indicators of
the basic dimensions of the economic position, i.e. income, property and
consumption of the urban and rural population in Serbia. Then the overall
economic position was analyzed, which is expressed by a composite index
shown in the form of an interval scale with five levels of economic position:
lower, lower middle, medium, upper middle and higher material position. The
analysis of the indicators of the basic dimensions, and the overall economic
position showed that the economic position of the urban population in Serbia
during the consolidation of capitalism is significantly higher than the position
of the rural population, i.e. that the economic position of the urban population
is higher in all three time periods.

The new trade ways have been changing the focus of global
economy. The One Belt One Road Chinese/European (German)
project — especially the 3. pillar: the maritime and railway route via
Suez Canal, Greece, Northern-Macedonia, Serbia, Hungary, Austria
to Duisburg, Germany - can shift the intensity of trade and logistics
between China and Europe.

The members of European Union have created a single market
without physical and tariff border obstacles. It means in the practice
too that EU an entity has a single budget. But 20% of common
tariffs remains in that member where the administration of export-
import occurs. It has been a huge amount for Rotterdam, Antwerp,
or Hamburg, but due to the new railway and port infrastructure of
the Greek Piraeus everything can change including this mentioned
amount is decreasing in those countries which were the only trade
gates of EU. This special administration cost has been moving from
the old great ports to the new ones and it can be true even in the future
when all sections of X. European corridor (from Piracus via Belgrade,
Budapest, Wien to Duisburg) will be ready for the 740 m long freight
train.

The paper analyses the impacts of this new modern railway
corridor, the changing of the administration cost and compares it to
the GNI based contribution regarding the EU budget.

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URBAN PEOPLE IN RURAL DEVELOPMENT
(RUSSIAN PRACTICES)

Rural-urban development in the 20th century in Russia was
characterized by the rapid growth of cities. However, in recent years,
simultaneously with the urbanization processes, there has been a tendency
for urban residents to move to rural areas. The desire of urban dwellers
to move to the countryside is observed in many countries with developed
economies in Europe, North America, Japan, South Africa. Russia is no
exception. The relocation of urban dwellers to the country is stimulated by
the development of the digital economy, remote employment opportunities,
and the deterioration of the environmental situation in megacities. Urban
dwellers, those who are moving to rural areas, as a rule, have experience
of living in both rural and urban areas. They make the decision to move by
comparing the advantages and disadvantages of living in urban and rural
areas. They usually have non-material motives to relocation (the desire
to get closer to nature, find their roots, live in silence, without haste, eat
natural products, etc.) As to the economic motives, the most important
1s the difference in the cost of urban and rural real estate, as well as life
in general, which makes it possible to improve housing conditions for
young and large families. This explains their significant transformative
potential, since they are able to assess the comparative advantages of rural
areas, use the positive aspects of urban and rural culture to implement
their projects. In the context of agricultural development in Russia, non-
agricultural sources of income are becoming increasingly important. The
participation of citizens in rural development is illustrated by examples of
the development of rural tourism in a number of regions of Russia.

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THE EFFECTS OF RURAL AGING ON REGIONAL
DEVELOPMENT IN TURKEY

Turkey’s efforts in regional development in the last 20 years
are noteworthy in terms of regional development studies. Regional
development agencies are an important attempt to eliminate inequality
between regions. At the same time, these development agencies
allow Turkey to interact with the regions with which Turkey has close
relations. Regional development is not only a domestic strategy.
Development agencies aim to ensure regional development through the
activities they carry out in the regions and to make the relevant region
prosper economically, socially and culturally. It is possible to say that
the population in rural areas of Turkey, which is expected to have an
elderly population in the coming years, is aging at a much faster rate.
Especially in the Black Sea region, the proportion of elderly population
is increasing and rural areas in these regions are predominantly inhabited
by the elderly. In this study, the potential effects of demographic changes
on regional development policies and practices will be discussed. The
economic, social and spatial changes caused by demographic change and
especially rural aging in the Black Sea region will be analyzed and the
effects of demographic trends on regional development will be discussed.
The role of demographic changes in the implementation and success
of development agencies and other development-oriented programmes
will be revealed. Rural aging is related not only to the development of
agricultural production but also to the development of other economic
sectors. At the same time, urbanization processes accelerate with regional
development policies, leading to significant social changes in both
urban and rural areas in these regions. In this paper, it will be revealed
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that demographic changes and regional development policies should be
evaluated together from a sociological perspective. In this framework
the Central Black Sea region (the region with the highest rural aging in
Turkey) has been selected as a case study. Demographic data on the region
and regional development policies will be analyzed together.

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THE CULTURE OF HONOR AND VIOLENCE
IN LESS DEVELOPED AREAS

The culture of honor represents a very present phenomenon
in studies of violence, particularly when examining the social and
cultural causes of violence. This is attributed to the established
correlation between the culture of honor and higher levels of violence
in underdeveloped and impoverished environments. Additionally,
it constitutes an interdisciplinary field of study, as it is presumed to
impact emotions, cognition, behavior, and physiological processes
within individuals belonging to this subculture. This paper aims to
examine the theories regarding the relationship between the culture of
honor and the presence of violence. In the first part, various approaches
to explaining the culture of honor across different disciplines are
explored, emphasizing the interplay of biopsychosocial factors as
opposed to reductionist explanations. Based on this, the subsequent
section analyzes the relationship between the correlation and causation
of these cultural patterns, the socio-economic conditions of individuals
within this culture, and violence. Specifically, the role of the culture
of honor in the multiple etiology of violence is examined. Finally,
limitations and critiques of existing theories on the culture of honor
and its association with the increased presence of violent behavior are
presented.

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CULTURAL DIMENSION OF TERRITORIAL
CAPITAL OF CITIES IN SERBIA IN THE
CONTEXT OF REGIONAL DEVELOPMENT

The basic thesis presented in the paper is that differences in
territorial capital ensure different forms of distribution of power
and control ruted in broader social inequalities, which results with
development inequalities between the regions of Serbia. Using
secondary data sources (results of relevant researches and statistical
indicators), the main goal of the paper is to analitically consider the
cultural dimension of territorial capital in Serbia, as a predictor of a
regional development disproportions. A case study of four cities will
be applied, as major regional centers in Serbia: Novi Sad (Vojvodina
region), Belgrade (Belgrade region), Kragujevac (Sumadija and
Western Serbia region) and Ni$ (Southern and Eastern Serbia region).
The concept of territorial capital will be teoretically explained and
then operationalized through the analysis of its cultural dimension:
educationalandethnicstructure ofthe population, culturalinfrastructure,
distribution of budget funds for culture, audiences and programs, as
well as locally specific development resources and problems. At the
end of the paper, recommendations are offered on possible directions
for planning and managing the cultre and territorial capital of cities
in Serbia, which can indirectly be reflected in the reduction of social
inequalities, the strenghthening of local development resources and
the harmonisation of regional development.

Regional disparities in the levels of economic development are
indisputable in contemporary societies.

The analysis will include
the basic indicators of the labor market; the employment rate, the
unemployment rate, the activity rate (labor force participation) and
the rate of the population outside the labor force. Inequalities will be
viewed at the level of different territorial units (regions and areas),
ie. statistical territorial units NUTS-2 and NUTS-3. The analysis of
inequalities in Serbia will be based on the Labour Force Survey (LFS)
conducted by the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia, Eurostat
data and European Social survey.

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REGIONAL DIFFERENCES IN THE
EDUCATIONAL COMPOSITION OF THE
SERBIAN POPULATION: WHAT THE LATEST
CENSUS DATA REVEAL

This paper discusses regional differences in educational
composition based on the interpretation of educational characteristics
of the population, not only as a significant indicator of the attained
level of socio-economic development, but also as an important
developmental potential and predictor of social inclusion of the
population in a given region. The following key indicators of the
population’s educational composition are analyzed: level of formal
education, share of illiterate population, and computer literacy. To that
end, the data from the most recent census in Serbia, conducted in 2022,
were used. The data show that despite the decreasing differences in the
educational composition of the population, the differences still persist.
Furthermore, the latest census data suggest that it is crucial to observe
the total regional differences in educational composition in terms of
layers — by stratifying them into interregional, intraregional, and intra-
subregional differences in educational achievement. Considering the
vital role of education in economic, cultural, and social development,
such a perspective could help improve resource management to reduce
regional inequalities.

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A DISCUSSION ON REGONALISM
BY GEORGE TASICH

The research on the actuality of the content of Porde Tasi¢’s
discussion “On regionalism and economic regionalism, especially in
France”, which is analyzed in this paper, should serve to create the
conditions for an appropriate celebration of the eightieth anniversary
of the death of this exceptional jurist, who asserted himself by the way
he connected law and sociology. He believed that the sociology of
yugoslavism is the key to understanding the differently tendencies in the
planning of spatial, urban, geostrategic and geopolitical development
of the society in which he acted as a responsible representative of the
scientific community of the time in which he lived. The fact is that
his belief was formed on the basis of a comprehensive analysis of the
overall development of various regional movements in the world and
that he actively advocated for the neutrality of science.

Tasich insisted on the scientific understanding of regionalism and
on its sustainable development within the evolution of administrative
law. The discussion about it appeared initially in the magazine “Archive
for Legal and Social Sciences (Volume for October 1930, pp. 257-
270), and then in a separate book entitled “Three Discussions from
Public Law”, which was published in 1931. The research described in
this report shows that this discussion has not been used to a sufficient
extent and that it could help us in solving current problems, because it
contains answers to many open questions.

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THE CONSTITUTIONAL IDENTITY OF SERBIA
AND ITS REGIONAL DEVELOPMENT

Constitutional identity and regionalization are concepts with
different contents and categories of a dynamic nature. Constitutional
identity is a set of basic values or principles in a legal system. These
values are usually stated in the constitutional text and they are not given
once and for all. For example, the right to provincial autonomy and local
self-government is part of the constitutional identity of the Republic of
Serbia, as a form of decentralization of power or horizontal division of
power. One of the ways of regionalization is the establishment of self-
governing units of a higher degree, in contrast to regions as functional
territorial entities in the Law on Regional development.

Regionalization can become a part of the constitutional identity
of Serbia, considering its needs with local democracy and economic
requirements to reduce the gap between developed and underdeveloped
municipalities. Regionalization does not mean a regional state, nor
the establishment of new autonomous provinces, but the possibility
of constituting a region as a second level of territorial organization of
government and a form of association of local self-government units
(regional or inter-municipal self-government), in accordance with domestic
regulations and international standards. Laws in the Republic of Serbia
contain provisions on the cooperation of municipalities in accordance with
common interests on a voluntary basis. However, this legal mechanism was
not used due to the absence of other political and legal assumptions.

Through regionalization, it is possible to improve the administrative,
technical and economic capacities of the development of certain areas in
Serbia, reduce regional differences between municipalities and increase
the standard of living of citizens. Also, it was not conceived as a means
of political homogenization according to ethnic criteria, but of social
integration in accordance with the aforementioned goals of regional policy.

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A CONTRIBUTION TO THE
CONTEXTUALIZATION OF THE REGIONAL
IDENTITY OF SOUTH-EAST SERBIA
(HISTORICAL, CULTURAL, ECONOMIC AND
POLITICAL ASPECTS)

The paper examines the most important historical, cultural,
economic and political reasons why Southeastern Serbia belongs to
the peripheral area, which cannot be its permanent characteristics.
The process of peripheralization is inseparable from the processes of
centralization and polarization, which are reinforced by a “discourse”
at the state level that favors some regions and devalues other regions.
The area of southeastern Serbia has always been accompanied by
notions of economic underdevelopment and cultural backwardness,
but the reasons for this do not lie only in categories related to rurality
and geographical distance. It is a question of power in the overall
social discourse, within which the problems of some regions are
ignored, while the ways of life of other regions are perceived as more
reasonable and relevant. Of course, it is a discourse that is implicit,
because it seems that the relationship between the center and the
periphery is “natural” and based on some structural indicators - which
should be uncovered and made visible. Just as in the past, in today’s
Serbia, the dominant language ideology plays the most important
role in it, by favoring speakers of certain dialects over others. As a
result, there is a “culturalization” of language varieties (especially
in popular culture), whereby speakers of “southern dialects” are
perceived not only as bearers of low taste, but also as morally and
politically problematic (conservative) - and as such deserve further
stigmatization and stereotyping. The general result is the perpetuated
social and political “powerlessness” of southeastern Serbia, passivity
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and inertia of spirit, and often parodic self-exoticization and grotesque
minstrelization. The most disastrous consequence is the continuous
process of migration: every day, a river of people leaves their homeland
and goes to Belgrade, where eventually, if something does not change,
the whole of Serbia will be reduced to.

VISTA TO THE STUDY OF REGIONS AND
REGIONAL DEVELOPMENT

Throughout time and across various scientific disciplines,
questions have been posed about which and whose regions matter
for whom, why, how, and for how long. Also, regional development
has been approached from diverse theoretical perspectives. The result
is a rich tapestry of approaches, arguments, and analytical levels.
Despite the plurality of theories and conceptualizations, the making
and unmaking of regions, what and how regional developments work,
and why all failed thus far to be balanced and sustainable are yet to
be explained. There was once the optimism of “new regionalism”
that focusing on regions as a crucial level of analysis would provide
comprehension of the workings of world politics. Moreover, preceding
the United Nations’ 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development and its
17 Sustainable Development Goals, the Organization for Economic
Co-operation and Development has advocated for implementing
development policies at the regional level as the territorially
optimal one. To fully understand today’s convolutions of the global
unsustainable sovereignty regime of territorialization and eco-
systemically ravaging development causing the triple global crisis
of ongoing climate change, pollution, and biodiversity loss, it is
necessary to draw on various theoretical and empirical perspectives.
Critical political geography, relational sociology, comparative regional
politics analysis, and uneven and combined development theoretical
approach offer jointly a multiperspectival vista for studying the current
vagaries of the skein of regionalism, regionalization, regioness,
regionalities, and regionciliation processes, entwined with the trials at
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sustainization and resiliencization of regional development in this age
of transforming spatiality of human relations.

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THE DIGITAL DIVIDE IN SERBIA:
INTERNET ACCESS AND SKILLS IN RURAL AREAS

Information and communication technologies (ICTs) are an
inevitable force of contemporary social-economic development today.
The Internet is becoming, on the one hand, the “default” medium of
communication, performing various activities and doing business. On
the other hand, the development of technology and the complexity
of applications require an increasingly developed infrastructure and
advanced digital skills. The digital divide refers to unequal opportunities
to access, use and benefits from ICTs. Although regional and urban-
rural digital divide is decreasing with the growth of Internet penetration,
the inequalities persist. This limits the development possibilities of
rural areas, and exposes the population and communities to the risks
of social exclusion. The subject of the paper is internet access and the
skills of the rural population of Serbia as two key prerequisites for rural
development based on new technologies. In addition to analyzing the
urban-rural divide, regional differences among rural areas in terms of
access and skills are pointed out. The analysis is based on the data of
the Republic Institute of Statistics (Population Census 2022, the use of
ICTs surveys, regional statistics), as well as the use of other sources.

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METHODOLOGICAL CHALLENGES IN
RESEARCHING THE (RE)CONSTRUCTION OF
IDENTITY OF INTERNATIONAL STUDENTS

The paper presents the most significant methodological
issues that occurred during the research of the (re)construction
of identity of international students which is carried out within the
Programme Identities. During the research there have been several
significant methodological issues. The first one concerns the precise
operationalization of the concept of identity, especially the division of
collective identity into a large number of identities which are mutually
intertwined (social, national, cultural, professional, etc.). The second
challenge concerns the selection of the sample, first while defining
the basic set and then in selecting several subgroups of potential
participants in the research because due to the lack of full records in each
group there was a problem of finding informants. The third challenge
was the decision regarding the method/methods for data collection,
while the greatest challenge was the decision on the “unique” method
and instrument for data collection, since the concept of international
students includes the informants from other countries who study
in Serbia as well as informants from Serbia who study abroad. The
fourth group of issues in planning the research related to the question
of the minimal stay abroad during which we believe “enough time”
has passed for the reconstruction of identity of international students.
After the analysis of methodological challenges, i.e. the problems
that occurred in the research which could be found in other research
studies as well, especially those concerning migrations, the paper will
explain ways for overcoming and solving them.

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UKRAINIAN CRISIS AND RUSSIAN
GEOPOLITICAL SUPERIORITY
IN THE POST-SOVIET STATES

The main purpose of this article is to identify and establish the role of
the Russian Federation in Ukrainian conflict. According to the author, it was
an attempt of Russia as hegemon to integrate Ukraine into its own sphere
and finally transform Ukraine into a satellite state or even include Ukraine
as a component part of a new Alliance (Ukraine, Russia, Belarus). So, the
main research question was formulated in next way: “What was the role
of Russia in Ukrainian crisis?”. The imperial foreign policy of Russia after
2000 was aimed not only at restoring its lost position in the international
arena as a result of the collapse of the USSR, but primarily at strengthening
its position as a Eurasian regional power. Russia, treating the post-Soviet
area as an area of its influence and special interests, has for years sought to
give itself a special right to decide on the entire area as the sole hegemon in
the region. Ukraine, therefore, has been treated as a key state for Russia’s
interests in the post-Soviet area. Internal political changes and Ukraine’s
geopolitical turn to the West in 2013-2014 - in effect, became the impetus
motivating Russia to revise the post-Cold War international order, taking
into account the place and role of Ukraine in its orbit. The Russian authorities
used not only political, but also economic and military tools to this end.
A glaring example of this became the war on the Donbass, the apogee of
which became the Russian-Ukrainian full-scale war from 24.02.2022. So,
the article will attempt to conduct an analysis of the aforementioned issues,
as a manifestation of the assertive foreign policy of the Russian Federation.
The main research objective of this article was to assess the involvement
and role of Russia in Ukrainian crisis. In order to verify the hypotheses and
answer main research questions, author used the following methods: the
decision-making, systemic, and case study.

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TYPES OF RUSSIAN RURAL REGIONS
ACCORDING TO THE ‘AGROHOLDING’
CRITERIA

When visiting Russian rural areas, one would have to admit that
as massive as the peasantry was in the early 20™ century, today large
agricultural producers have become, and the Russian scholars tend to
name such producers ‘agroholdings’ (mega-farms). Although there
are still debates on the quantitative and qualitative characteristics of
agroholdings, reasons for the failure of agricultural cooperation (at
the national level), prospects and dangers of the consolidation of large
agricultural producers (primarily for the national food security), most
researchers agree that in the contemporary Russian society, the peasant
way of life is extremely rare and often has an artificial nature (such as
newly created eco-settlements or family estates). However, there are
clear regional differences: in some Russian regions, a corporate type of
agrarian structure prevails; in other regions — on the contrary, a family
type of agrarian structure, and such differences are determined by
natural conditions, land availability, ethnographic factors, efficiency
of corporate farms, regional agrarian policy, and state measures. These
regional differences determine both social-economic advantages
of the local/regional economy (growth in production due to the
agroholding scale and state support) and threats (agroholdings tend to
increase social, environmental and epidemiological risks, especially
in rural areas). Therefore, in regions with strong traditions of self-
organization, farmers and villagers protest against environmental
damage, land grabbing, political lobbying and priority state support
for agroholdings as increasing rural unemployment and dispossession.

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FRAGILITY AND RESILIENCE - A VIEW AT
REGIONAL DEVELOPMENT IN SERBIA

Despite criticism the Fragile States Index and its variations used
by a number of international organisations and policy makers remain
in widespread use. With one of the indicators specifically addressing
uneven regional development the question is how, and to what extent,
can the concept of fragility be used to explore regional development
variations in Serbia?

The first part of the paper provides an overview of a scope
and contexts in which the concept of fragility is used. Discussed are
epistemological and practical implications for research and analysis,
on the one hand, and for influencing institutional arrangements
and development policies on the other hand. Taking into account
both formal and informal institutional frameworks we look into the
link between national, regional and local levels where fragility and
resilience are manifested. It is pointed out that the concept of fragility
implies a structure, and as such requires a sibling concept of resilience
to be used with, for better analytical and practical clarity.

The second part of the paper applies the combined resilience
and fragility framework to explore regional disparities in Serbia. The
focus is on social and institutional aspects as underlying conditions for
(de)population trends, and the livelihood prospects as the economic
driver of the observed trends. The paper concludes with a remark
on analytical and policy benefits and limitations of the approach
discussed.

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THE ROLE OF DIGITALIZATION OF
CULTURAL HERITAGE AND CONTEMPORARY
CREATIVITY IN REDUCING
INTRA-REGIONAL CULTURAL INEQUALITIES

The process of digitization in the field of culture appeared in the
1990s and has become an integral part of national cultural policies,
programs, plans, and activities of cultural institutions over the past 20
years. Digitization represents an important tool in modern society, both
for the state and its citizens. It enables the preservation and protection
of cultural heritage objects, creation of new and supplementation
of existing materials, promotion of cultural heritage worldwide,
support for emerging artists, popularization of artistic works, and
more equitable citizen participation in culture by overcoming various
constraints, particularly geographic, spatial, and financial. Despite
all the mentioned advantages, the process of digitalization also faces
numerous challenges that question its effectiveness in addressing
cultural inequalities.

The paper highlights that digitalization, on its own, does not
contribute to overcoming cultural inequalities, but rather represents
the first step towards achieving that goal. In this regard, it is necessary
for various social actors (governmental bodies, cultural institutions,
civil society organizations) to actively work on overcoming the
limitations of digitalization in order for it to achieve its ultimate effect
- culture equally accessible to all. The limitations include low formal
and informal education of citizens, insufficient information literacy of
the population, inadequate preparedness of citizens for accessing and
utilizing online cultural content due to insufficient cultural interest,
poverty, and the resulting lack of technological resources (computers,
internet, etc.), especially in rural areas, which further leads to
unequal accessibility of cultural content in rural compared to urban
environments.
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Attheend, inthe concludingremarks, aseries ofrecommendations
is provided for future periods in order to maximize the utilization of
the process of digitalization of cultural heritage and contemporary
creativity in overcoming cultural inequalities.

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ON THE MATTER OF DEMOCRACY OF
SUPRANATIONAL INTEGRATIONS

The paper elaborates on the matter of democracy of supranational
identity integrations by using the example of Euro-integrations. While
accepting Pecujli¢’s opinion (2002) that globalization is a “universal
and permanent aspiration of humanity” and that each identity
integration contributes to globalization as a socio-historical process
(either proto-globalization or “turbo-globalization”), we agree with
those who point to unification being potentially both democratic and
forced (e.g., Popov, 1999; Smiljkovi¢, 2002:157), and also partly with
those who make such differentiation in terminological terms (e.g.,
Mitrovi¢, 2013). The problem arises in the fact that major modern
integration processes on the European continent — the ones related to
the European Union — proceed predominantly by forced means, while
using different forms of power (Nye, 1990, 2021), both towards non-
member states (which is our primary interest in the paper), as well as
towards the EU member states. The management of Euro-integrations
as the main form of supranational integrations on our continent, on the
one hand, brings to question the existing national identities while, on
the other hand, it creates new, “suitable” identities for Euro-integration
processes, thus causing large conflicts, including the war ones. Despite
such aspirations, which is contradictory, there is a small share of those
among the EU citizens who are ready to replace their national identity
by the European one, or even put the European identity before the
national one.

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SOCIOLOGICAL/NATIONAL REFLECTIONS
OF MAX WEBER AND WILLIAM THOMAS
ON THE POLISH QUESTION

The subject of this paper is the sociological/theoretical and
national reflection of sociologists Max Weber and William Thomas
on the “Polish question” in Germany (Prussia). The research and
understanding of this issue will be taken from the perspective of the
national state, as the secular organization of a nation’s power, Weber’s
last benchmark of looking at economy and “social reason”, as well as
Thomas’s principle of “defining the situation”. The national identity of
the Poles is preserved through resistance to integration and assimilation
with the national/cultural policy of the German nation and state. The
national state relies on original psychological foundations and not
only on the political organization that has economic/political power.
It is unimaginable and dangerous to the nation in the long run if the
political leadership is in the hands of the declining class. It is even more
dangerous when they are not mature enough to lead the state (Weber).
This is particularly true in the experiment of Polish assimilation in
the German-Polish situation (Thomas). The Polish community could
persist only by preserving a certain degree of isolation — by suppressing
the Germans with a higher cultural level, which is an astonishing fact.
The process of brutal Germanization led to the Polish rebellion for the
sake of preserving the national self-awareness, whose disappearance
is a fear just like death. The Poles were particularly taught how to save
money. They were encouraged by: 1) the actions of the Prussian state,
2) the middle class of agitators and patriots, 3) the press, 4) the clergy,
5) businessmen who developed an insatiable appetite for land. This
particularly includes the education of the Polish youth and the Polish
tendency towards litigation as a national sport.
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All this contributed to the failure of the Prussian militarist project
of the assimilation of the Poles and self-conscious preservation of the
Polish identity.

That is why the theoretical/national reflection of Weber and
Thomas in international relations is still current, educational and
theoretically fresh nowadays — practically very useful and instructive.

CLIMATE CHANGE: BACK TO THE
COMMUNITY-LED AGRICULTURE

Nowadays, climate change presents one of the greatest
challenges for human development. Impact of climate change is
obvious all over the globe where altered hydrological cycles and
precipitation variance, alternations in air/soil/sea temperatures,
increased intensity and frequency of storms, drought, flooding and
heat waves, modifications in weeds, pests or microbes, fluctuations
in sea level, water quality, land degradation, loss of biodiversity
and landscape quality are observed.
