Apstrakt: Razvojni oblik vaspitanja posmatramo kao trenutni pristup
u vaspitanju, kao oblik vaspitanja koji je nastao transformacijom prethodnih
oblika i koji se moze transformisati u novi oblik vaspitanja. Posmatrano isto-
rijski, vaspitanje je proslo kroz sledece razvojne oblike: spontano, namerno,
masovno i danas je dominantno medijsko vaspitanje. Pedagoski futurolozi
sve ¢e$¢e ukazuju na novi oblik vaspitanja — virtuelno vaspitanje, koje ¢e
biti znatno determinisano upotrebom vestacke inteligencije. Cilj rada je da
se analiziraju razvojni oblici vaspitanja, da se identifikuju vrednosti svakog
od njih i da se one sagledaju u kontekstu cilja(eva) vaspitanja, te da se na
osnovu uocenih vrednosti i nedostataka ukaze na prisutne izazove vaspitanja
u sada$njosti, odnosno u buduénosti. Rezultati analize pokazuju da pojavom
novog razvojnog oblika vaspitanja nisu iz upotrebe postisnuti prethodni obli-
ci vaspitanja. Razvojne oblike vaspitanja ne mozemo tumaciti izvan odre-
denih drustveno-istorijskih okolnosti. Svaki oblik vaspitanja prate odredeni
ciljevi. U skladu sa savremenim odredenjem da cilj vaspitanja predstavlja
osposobljavanje za zivot, rad i ucenje, svaki razvojni oblik, posmatrano u
kontekstu uloge i uticaja razliitih subjekata, institucija i drustva u celini, ima
svoje vrednosti, ali i nedostatke. Uo¢eni nedostaci su postali izazovi za razvoj
novih oblika vaspitanja.

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DEVELOPMENTAL FORMS AND THE AIM
OF EDUCATION: VALUES AND CHALLENGES

Abstract: The developmental form of education is viewed as the cu-
rrent approach to upbringing and education. This form emerged through the
transformation of previous forms and it may evolve into a new form in the fu-
ture. From a historical perspective, education has gone through the following
developmental forms: spontaneous, intentional, mass, and, today, predomi-
nantly media-based education. Pedagogical futurologists increasingly point
to a new form — virtual education, which will be significantly shaped by the
use of artificial intelligence. The aim of this paper is to analyze the develop-
mental forms of education, to identify the values of each, and to examine
them in the context of the aims of education. Based on the observed values
and shortcomings, the paper aims to highlight the current challenges in edu-
cation, as well as those that lic ahead. The analysis shows that the emergence
of a new developmental form of education does not eliminate the previous
ones. Developmental forms of education cannot be understood outside of
specific sociohistorical contexts. Each form of education is accompanied by
particular goals. In line with the contemporary understanding that the aim
of education is to prepare individuals for life, work, and learning, every de-
velopmental form — considered in the context of the roles and influences of
various subjects, institutions, and society as a whole — has its own values, but
also its shortcomings. These shortcomings have become challenges that drive
the development of new forms of education.

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MODERN VERSUS TRADITIONAL IN THE NEW CONCEPT OF
PRIMARY EDUCATION IN THE REPUBLIC
OF NORTH MACEDONIA

Abstract: Since 2021, the Republic of North Macedonia has introduced a
new concept of primary education, based on the revised Key Competences for Li-
felong Learning adopted by the Council of Europe in 2018. This reform framework
has also led to the adoption of national standards for student achievement, inten-
ded to reflect the spirit of modernity in education. The shift toward contemporary
approaches is evident in the structure of curricula, where new subjects, programs,
topics, and content have been introduced, followed by redefined learning outcomes.

The purpose of this paper is to examine, through qualitative curriculum
analysis, how the newly established standards for student achievement are formu-
lated, and whether they embody genuinely modern aspects in contrast to traditional
approaches. The central concern lies in whether teaching methods and practices con-
sistently follow innovative processes, or remain confined to traditional frameworks.
While conservatism in education may safeguard enduring values, the rapid expansion
of knowledge and profound societal and civilizational transformations require educa-
tion to address new challenges in line with the demands of modern times.

An analysis of the History and Society (Grade 4) and Music Education
curricula reveals significant shortcomings in the formulation of national stan-
dards, particularly regarding clarity, age-appropriateness, and applicability.

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UNDERSTANDING THE EDUCATIONAL PROCESS FROM THE
STANDPOINT OF GADAMER’S HERMENEUTICS

Abstract: In this paper, we will examine the relationship between
education and Gadamer’s hermeneutics. Although there are few explicit re-
ferences to the said topic in his works, there are numerous implications con-
cerning issues of importance for education: some of them are the practical
implementation of education and upbringing, tradition, understanding, inter-
pretation, the concept of prejudice, etc. For Gadamer, education represents a
sense rather than a mere cultivation of our existing abilities and inclinations.
According to him, the essential nature of education implies that one is open
to the other and different. In other words, education (Bildung) allows us to
see ourselves and our goals from a distance, that is, as another would. The
importance of philosophical reflection, among other things, lies in becoming
more aware of the factors of education (prejudices, traditions, etc.) and their
role in understanding it. We will point out several hermeneutic themes (play,
consciousness of the effects of human historicality, language, the plurality
of tradition, fusion of horizons, dialogue) within Gadamer’s work Truth and
Method, which are most relevant to issues of education, and try to show that
analyzing them ensures a better understanding not only of educational practi-
ce, but also of the goals of teaching and learning.

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THE IMAGE OF THE CHILD THEN AND NOW - A CHALLENGE
FOR EDUCATIONAL PRACTICE

Abstract: This paper explores the changes in the image of the child
and its significance in contemporary preschool practice, with an emphasis
on the transformation of educators’ beliefs and strategies. In earlier models
of preschool education in Serbia, which developed until the introduction of
the Years of Ascent program (2018), the child was viewed as a set of deve-
lopmental areas and individual abilities that needed to be stimulated. Years of
Ascent, as a holistic curriculum framework, brings new understandings of the
child, learning, development, and the concept of early childhood education.
The child is now seen as a unique individual, rich in potential, affirmed as
an active participant in the community, a being of play, dedicated to lear-
ning and capable of expressing themselves through creative potentials. The
aim of this research is to examine the attitudes, experiences, and challenges
that educators face in implementing the new programme and adopting the
new image of the child. The research is based on qualitative methodology,
using semi-structured interviews with educators and descriptive analysis of
the data collected. The results point to the need for additional support in ali-
gning educators’ administrative responsibilities with pedagogical work in the
group. The importance of nurturing positive educational values is particularly
highlighted, such as emotional connection with children and the creation of a
safe and stimulating environment. The implications of this study may contri-
bute to a better understanding of the complexity of the educational process in
modern society and to enhancing the professional role of educators as media-
tors between tradition and modernity.

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FAMILY SATISFACTION AND PARENTING STYLE

Abstract: The paper approaches the study of the problem of family
satisfaction and parenting style from a systemic perspective of family fun-
ctioning. The aim of this research was to examine the relationship between
family satisfaction and parenting styles in a sample of 130 parents of primary
school-age children from Serbia. The main findings show that there is a signi-
ficant negative relationship between family satisfaction and authoritarian and
permissive parenting styles, and a positive relationship between family satis-
faction and authoritative parenting styles. These findings confirm that family
functioning is reflected in parenting styles, which can be interpreted as the
effect of emotional experiences and satisfaction spilling over from one sphere
of life (in this case, family) to other aspects, such as parenting. We link the
implications of these findings to the need for educational institutions to give
consideration to raising the pedagogical culture of parents. The results can
serve as a basis for creating preventive programs aimed at strengthening fa-
mily cohesion and flexibility, as well as family communication, which leads
to family satisfaction and represents a good basis for competent parenting.

Abstract: The paper starts from the premise that family represents both
a societal and educational resource, which implies the need to strengthen the
family system. Such a perspective is based on the fact that contemporary fa-
milies face significant challenges and pressures in adequately responding to
the ever-changing conditions of life, while simultaneously fulfilling their expe-
cted functions and roles. Given that the process of strengthening the family
system also includes reinforcing the parental role, this paper aims to examine
the concept of parenting culture, with a particular focus on parental compe-
tence. According to this approach, a pedagogically responsive parent should
provide conditions for the child’s optimal development, which requires the
ongoing enhancement of parental knowledge, skills and competences. Within
this framework, certain criticisms are also noted which, without disputing the
importance of competent parenting, point to potential risks of contemporary
parenting models and emphasize the significance of a well-developed public
family support system. Since educational institutions play a crucial role in this
process, the paper highlights the assumptions and possibilities for providing
support for parents. The aim is to ensure that the family system and the edu-
cational system can mutually reinforce each other, with parents regarded as a
source of knowledge and expertise for the development of children and youth.
It is concluded that such an approach demands a shift from viewing families
from a deficit point of view to recognizing their strengths, as well as a shift
from a traditional approach to cooperation with parents toward one based on
support and aligned with a comprehensive model of family-school partnership.

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PARENTAL EDUCATIONAL ATTITUDES AS PREDICTORS
OF IDENTITY ORIENTATION IN YOUNG PEOPLE

Abstract: In order to examine the contribution of parents’ educational
attitudes in predicting the identity orientations of young people, a study was
conducted with 151 respondents (F = 78.8%) aged 15 to 30 years (M =21.16;
SD = 3.58) using the Scale of Educational Attitudes of Father and Mother and
the Identity Questionnaire (AIQ-IV). Father’s permissive parenting attitudes
(B=.48,t=3.61, p <.001) and mother’s warm parenting attitudes (p = .40, ¢
=2.03,p=.044;R*= 245, F |, =5.76, p <.001) emerged as significant pre-
dictors of personal identity orientation, while father’s permissive parenting
attitudes (B =.36,7=2.58,p=.011; R*= 16, F ,, =3.42, p = .001) emerged
as the only significant predictor of relational identity orientation. In relation
to the collective identity orientation (R*= 24, F . =5.49, p <.001) the fat-
her’s restrictive parenting attitudes (B = .22, t=2.16, p = .032), as well as the
mother’s warm (f =.73, t=3.70, p <.001) and cold parenting attitudes (f =
47,t=2.47,p=.015; R*= 24, Fon= 5.49, p <.001), emerged as significant
predictors.

Apstrakt: Roditeljstvo dece sa teSkocama u razvoju predstavlja slo-
zen izazov koji prevazilazi uobi¢ajene roditeljske zahteve i ¢esto je pracen
povisenim rizikom od psiholoskog opterecenja. Istrazivanja ukazuju da su
roditelji ove dece skloniji stresu, anksioznosti i naruS§enom mentalnom zdrav-
lju, dok se kao Cest obrazac javlja prezasti¢ivanje. Cilj ovog istraZivanja bio
je da se ispita razlika izmedu majki dece sa teSkocama i majki dece tipic-
nog razvoja u dozivljaju stresa, anksioznosti, depresivnosti, prezasti¢ivanja
i mentalnog zdravlja.

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OVERPROTECTIVE PARENTING AND MENTAL HEALTH
OF MOTHERS OF CHILDREN WITH AND WITHOUT
DEVELOPMENTAL DISABILITIES

Abstract: Parenting a child with developmental disabilities represents
a complex challenge that goes beyond typical parental demands and is of-
ten accompanied by an increased risk of psychological strain. Research con-
sistently indicates that these parents are more prone to stress, anxiety, and
impaired mental health, with overprotective behavior frequently emerging
as a characteristic pattern. The aim of this study was to examine differences
between mothers of children with developmental disabilities and mothers of
typically developing children in perceived stress, anxiety, depression, over-
protectiveness, and mental health. The sample consisted of 454 mothers, and
the instruments used were the Perceived Stress Scale (PSS), the Depression
Anxiety Stress Scales (DASS-21), the Mental Health Inventory (MHI-5), and
the Child Overprotection Scale. Mothers of children with developmental di-
sabilities demonstrated significantly poorer mental health (MHI-5: M = 3.54
vs. 4.06; t(452) = —5.18, p < .001) and higher levels of overprotectiveness
(MBS-F2 and F3: M =3.92 vs. 3.51; t(452) = 2.26-2.19, p < .05) compared
to mothers of children without disabilities. Anxiety was higher among mot-
hers of children with disabilities (t(452) = 2.08, p = .038), while depression
was marginally elevated at the threshold of significance (t(452) = 1.96, p =
.050). Perceived stress and stress levels measured by DASS-21 did not differ
between the groups (PSS: t(452) = 0.91, p = .366; DASS Stress: t(452) =
—0.06, p = .951), suggesting that the overall experience of stress was equ-
ally high. Correlational analyses showed that overprotectiveness was mildly
but significantly associated with stress, anxiety, and depression (r = .12—.20),
while mental health was negatively correlated with these negative emotional
outcomes (r = —.55 to —.67), emphasizing that mothers of children with de-
velopmental disabilities experience greater psychological burden and weaker
coping resources. Our findings suggest that impaired mental health does not
stem from stress intensity per se, but rather from coping patterns characteri-
zed by excessive care, control, and emotional exhaustion.

METAPHORS WE PARENT BY: DISCURSIVE IMAGES
OF PARENTING IN CROATIAN PARENTING MANUALS

Abstract: In their seminal work Metaphors We Live By, Lakoff and Johnson
argued that metaphors are not merely rhetorical devices, but fundamental elements
of our conceptual system. Building on this premise, the proposed study explores
how parenting is metaphorically conceptualized in parenting manuals written in the
Croatian language. Parenting manuals are here understood as pedagogical texts that,
while directly addressing parents, simultaneously construct an image of the ‘good’
parent and articulate normative expectations for parenting practices. By focusing
on metaphors, this research investigates how abstract and complex experiences of
parenting are framed through familiar, concrete domains, thereby revealing cultural
models of parenting embedded in the Croatian pedagogical and linguistic context.

The corpus consists of parenting manuals published between 2000 and
2025, identified through the Zagreb City Libraries catalogue and selected ite-
ratively according to the principle of information power. The analysis process
draws on Schmitt’s systematic metaphor analysis, complemented by Charte-
ris-Black’s critical metaphor analysis, following the steps of identification,
interpretation, and explanation of metaphorical expressions. Special attention
will be paid to the pedagogical dimensions of metaphor use, asking not only
what metaphors are employed but also how they function as didactic tools in
the education of parents. The study is expected to contribute to both pedago-
gical research and discourse analysis by uncovering the metaphorical images
through which Croatian authors conceptualize parenting, while also offering
grounds for comparison with findings from international contexts.

RODITELJSTVA U HRVATSKIM PRIRUCNICIMA ZA RODITELJE

Apstrakt: U svom temeljnom djelu Metaphors We Live By, Lakoff
i Johnson tvrdili su da metafore nisu samo retoricka sredstva, ve¢ temeljni
elementi naSeg konceptualnog sustava. Polazeci od te pretpostavke, cilj je
ovoga istrazivanja opisati kako se roditeljstvo metaforicki konceptualizira u
priru¢nicima za roditelje pisanima na hrvatskom jeziku. Prirucnici za rodite-
lje ovdje se razumijevaju kao pedagoski tekstovi koji, izravno se obracajuci
roditeljima, konstruiraju sliku ,,dobrog™ roditelja i oblikuju normativna oce-
kivanja o roditeljskim praksama. Fokusiraju¢i se na metafore, ovo istrazi-
vanje istrazuje kako se apstraktna i slozena iskustva roditeljevanja oblikuju
kroz poznate, konkretne domene, ¢ime se otkrivaju kulturni modeli roditelje-
vanja prisutni u hrvatskome pedagoskom i jezicnom kontekstu.

Korpus istrazivanja ¢ine prirucnici za roditelje objavljeni izmedu 2000.
12025. godine, identificirani putem kataloga Knjiznica grada Zagreba i oda-
birani iterativno prema principu informacijske snage. Proces analize priku-
pljenih podataka temelji se na Schmittovoj sustavnoj analizi metafora, dopu-
njenoj Charteris-Blackovom kritickom analizom metafora, slijedeci korake
identifikacije, interpretacije i objaSnjenja metafori¢kih izraza. Posebna ¢e se
paznja posvetiti pedagosSkim dimenzijama uporabe metafora, pri ¢emu ¢e se
istrazivati ne samo koje se metafore koriste, ve¢ i kako one funkcioniraju kao
didakticki alati u edukaciji roditelja. O¢ekuje se da Ce istrazivanje doprinijeti
pedagogijskim istrazivanjima roditeljevanja te analizi diskursa otkrivanjem
metaforickih slika pomocu kojih hrvatski autori konceptualiziraju roditelje-
vanje, kao i omoguciti usporedbu s nalazima iz medunarodnih konteksta.

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POVEZANOST SOCIJALNOG KAPITALA UNUTAR PORODICE I
OBRAZOVNOG POSTIGNUCA SREDNJOSKOLACA U
JUGOISTOCNOJ SRBIJI

Apstrakt: Pri analizi uticaja na obrazovno postignuce, porodi¢nom
poreklu se Cesto pristupa kao jedinstvenoj celini. Postoje teoreti¢ari (Cole-
man, 1988; Bourideu 1986) koji porodi¢no poreklo analiti¢ki razdvajaju na
razli¢ite komponente: 1. ekonomski/finansijski kapital, 2. kulturni/ljudski
kapital i 3. socijalni kapital. U fokusu socioloskih istrazivanja su najéesce
ekonomski i kulturni kapital porodice, dok se socijalnom ne posvecuje do-
voljno paznje. Imajuci u vidu konceptualizacije socijalnog kapitala koje nude
Dzejms Kolman, Pjer Burdije i Robert Patnam, on se moze razloziti na soci-
jalni kapital unutar i van porodice.

U ovom radu se istrazuje odnos izmedu socijalnog kapitala unutar po-
rodice i obrazovnog postignuca srednjoskolaca u jugoisto¢noj Srbiji. Socijal-
ni kapital unutar porodice je operacionalizovan preko: 1. strukture porodice;
2. razgovora o $koli i zanimanju; 3. odnosa u porodici i 4. pomo¢i roditelja
deci oko Skolskih aktivnosti (domacih zadataka, gradiva i sli¢no).

Istrazivanje je koncipirano kao studija viSe slu¢ajeva. Odabrano je
deset $kola na prostoru jugoisto¢ne Srbije (postoji jednaka zastupljenost gi-
mnazija i struénih $kola, kao i $kola iz gradova i manjih sredina) koje su dale
po dva ucenika — jednog medu najboljim ucenicima i jednog medu najslabi-
jim ucenicima Skole. Dakle, uzorak obuhvata 20 ucenika i njihovih porodica
(svaki ucenik i njegova porodica predstavljaju jedan slucaj).

Analizom dve grupe slucajeva (onih sa u¢enicima izuzetnog i slabog
obrazovnog postignuéa), uo¢avaju se izrazene razlike kod tri indikatora, dok
se kod cCetvrtog indikatora uocavaju odredene razlike. Rezultati pokazuju
da je socijalni kapital unutar porodice povezan sa obrazovnim postignué¢em
srednjoskolaca, odnosno da je dimenzija po kojoj se dve analizirane grupe
razlikuju.

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THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN SOCIAL CAPITAL IN THE
FAMILY AND EDUCATIONAL ACHIEVEMENT OF SECONDARY
SCHOOL STUDENTS IN SOUTHEASTERN SERBIA

Abstract: In analyses of educational achievement, family backgrou-
nd is often treated as a unified category. However, certain theorists (Cole-
man, 1988; Bourdieu, 1986) analytically distinguish family background into
distinct components: 1. economic/financial capital, 2. cultural/human capital,
and 3. social capital. Sociological research typically focuses on a family’s
economic and cultural capital, while social capital tends to receive compara-
tively less attention. Drawing on conceptualizations of social capital offered
by James Coleman, Pierre Bourdieu, and Robert Putnam, this form of capital
can be further divided into social capital in the family and social capital out-
side the family.

This paper examines the relationship between social capital in the fa-
mily and the educational achievement of secondary school students in sout-
heastern Serbia. Social capital in the family is operationalized through the
following indicators: 1. family structure, 2. conversations about school and
future occupations, 3. the quality of family relationships, and 4. parental in-
volvement in school-related activities (such as homework and studying).

The research design employs a multiple case study approach. Ten sc-
hools from southeastern Serbia were selected (there is equal representation
of Gymnasiums and vocational schools, as well as schools from cities and
smaller towns), each school contributed two students — one high-achieving
and one low-achieving — resulting in a sample of 20 students and their fami-
lies (each student and their family constitute one case).

A comparative analysis of the two groups (high-achieving and low-ac-
hieving students) reveals significant differences across three indicators, with
some differences observed in the fourth. The results suggest that social capi-
tal in the family is associated with educational achievement, indicating it is a
dimension along which the two groups meaningfully differ.

Abstract: This study examines the relationship between traditional
and contemporary values in upbringing and education, with a particular fo-
cus on the role of the family, school, and society in shaping the value orien-
tations of young people. The aim of the research was to identify the factors
influencing value formation and adherence to behavioural norms, as well as
to investigate students’ perceptions of the significance of various values and
the sources from which they are acquired. The empirical part of the study
was based on a survey conducted among 58 upper primary school students.
The results indicate that the participants place the highest value on respect
for elders, family, responsibility, discipline, and work habits, whereas ma-
terial values and consumerism are considered least important. Family and
school were recognised as key agents in value formation, with parents emp-
hasising respect, education, and tradition, and schools focusing on education,
discipline, and work habits. The students suggested more intensive discussi-
ons within the family and at school, strengthening education and discipline,
preserving tradition, and fostering mutual respect, solidarity, and a culture
of dialogue. They also highlighted the negative influence of technology and
media, recommending content control, limiting mobile device usage, and
greater engagement in projects and workshops that promote positive values.
The findings suggest pedagogical implications, emphasising the importance
of cooperation between family, school, and society in encouraging and main-
taining fundamental values among young people.

INFORMISANOST STUDENATA PEDAGOGIJE O FENOMENU

Apstrakt: Digitalno nasilje predstavlja savremeni oblik ugrozavanja
bezbednosti mladih u virtualnom okruzenju i moze imati ozbiljne psihoso-
cijalne posledice. Studenti pedagogije, kao buduci stru¢njaci u obrazovnom
procesu, imaju vaznu ulogu u prevenciji i spre¢avanju ove pojave, pa je nji-
hova informisanost od posebnog znacaja. Cilj istrazivanja bio je da se ispita
nivo informisanosti studenata pedagogije o fenomenu digitalnog nasilja, sa
akcentom na poznavanje pojma, oblika i posledica, institucionalnih i pravnih
mehanizama zastite. Uzorak je obuhvatio 106 studenata Osnovnih akadem-
skih studija pedagogije Filozofskog fakulteta u NiSu. Rezultati pokazuju da
studenti poseduju relativno visok nivo informisanosti o pojmu, oblicima i
posledicama digitalnog nasilja, dok je nivo informisanosti o institucionalnim
i pravnim mehanizmima zastite nesto nizi. Pol, godina studija, li¢no iskustvo
sa digitalnim nasiljem, intenzitet koriS¢enja interneta i druStvenih mreza na
dnevnom nivou, kao nezavisne varijable, nisu se pokazali kao statisti¢ki zna-
¢ajni faktori, dok tip prethodno zavrsene srednje $kole jeste. Osim toga, kore-
laciona analiza potvrdila je snaznu pozitivnu povezanost izmedu poznavanja
fenomena digitalnog nasilja i informisanosti o institucionalnim i pravnim
mehanizmima (r = 0.769; p < 0.01). Dobijeni rezultati ukazuju na potrebu

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AWARENESS OF PEDAGOGY STUDENTS OF THE
PHENOMENON OF CYBERBULLYING

Abstract: Cyberbullying has emerged as a contemporary threat to the
safety of young people in virtual environments, with potentially serious psy-
chosocial consequences. As future professionals in the educational process,
pedagogy students have a crucial role in the prevention and mitigation of this
phenomenon, which makes their level of awareness particularly important.
This study aimed to examine the extent to which pedagogy students are in-
formed about cyberbullying, focusing on their understanding of its concept,
forms, and consequences, as well as of institutional and legal protection me-
chanisms. The research was conducted on a sample of 106 undergraduate
pedagogy students at the Faculty of Philosophy, University of Ni$. Findings
indicate that students demonstrate a relatively high level of awareness of the
concept, forms, and consequences of cyberbullying, whereas their knowledge
of institutional and legal mechanisms of protection is comparatively lower.
Gender, year of study, personal experience with cyberbullying, and intensity
of daily Internet and social media use were not found to be statistically si-
gnificant factors, while the type of previously completed secondary school
proved to be significant. Moreover, correlation analysis confirmed a strong
positive association between knowledge of the phenomenon of cyberbullying
and awareness of institutional and legal mechanisms (r = 0.769; p < 0.01).
These findings emphasize the need to further strengthen pedagogy students’
competencies in this field, in order to enhance their capacity for prevention
and intervention in real-life situations and to improve digital safety within
educational institutions.

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TEACHING WITH TECH: A COMPREHENSIVE VIEW OF DIGI-
TAL TOOL USE IN PRIMARY SCHOOL INSTRUCTION

Abstract: The integration of digital tools in primary education has
become an essential element of modern teaching practice. The digital infra-
structure in primary schools in the Republic of North Macedonia is rapidly
expanding, but little is known about how teachers integrate digital tools into
the teaching process, particularly during the planning and implementation
phases of teaching, as well as monitoring, evaluating, and assessing student
achievement. Theoretically guided by Piaget’s cognitive constructivism, Vy-
gotsky’s social constructivism, and the TPACK model (Technological Peda-
gogical Content Knowledge), the study further practically uses the widely re-
cognized DigCompEdu framework to examine how primary school teachers
in the country use digital tools in each of the three phases and what benefits
and challenges they have seen from their use in the teaching process.

The electronic survey, based on the DigCompEdu framework des-
criptors, was completed by 206 primary education teachers, out of which 97
are classroom teachers and 109 are subject teachers. The obtained data were
analyzed descriptively and inferentially so that the level of digital competen-
ce of the class and subject teachers in the six areas of DigCompEdu was sum-
marized, and then the chi-square procedure was used to test significant diffe-
rences in the reported practices of the teachers in the three phases of teaching
(planning, implementation and monitoring, and evaluation and assessment of
student achievements), based on the teachers’ work experience. The research
findings show that for an effective digital transformation of the teaching pro-
cess, the sustainability of teachers’ professional development is essential to
improve their digital competencies for the application of digital tools.

Apstrakt: Digitalizacija savremenog druStva podrazumeva intenzivan ra-
zvoj 1 ucestaliju primenu tehnoloskih inovacija, narocito u oblasti obrazovanja.
Medu brojnim aspektima ovog procesa, primena vestacke inteligencije (V1) iz-
dvaja se kao jedna od najznacajnijih. Inoviranje savremenog obrazovnog sistema
primenom vestacke inteligencije postaje sve prisutnije u praksi, noseci sa sobom
brojne implikacije. Sa potencijalom da postane jedan od klju¢nih faktora digital-
ne transformacije obrazovanja, vestacka inteligencija pruza brojne mogucnosti
za unapredivanje nastavnog procesa. Vestacka inteligencija se moze efikasno ko-
ristiti u okviru individualizacije i pruzanja bogatijeg iskustva ucenja, sveobuhvat-
nijeg planiranja nastavnog rada, isticanja vaspitne uloge nastavnika, produktivni-
jeg pracenja i vrednovanja postignuca, lakSeg obavljanja administrativnih poslo-
va i unapredivanja kvaliteta nastavnog procesa. Istovremeno, njena integracija u
obrazovanju namece i brojne izazove koji se tiu ocuvanja znacajnih pedagoskih
vrednosti, redefinisanja uloge nastavnika, jacanja interakcije, razmatranja etickih
pitanja i Cuvanja privatnosti podataka. Cilj ovog rada je analiza teorijskih pristupa
primeni vestacke inteligencije u obrazovanju, sa posebnim osvrtom na vrednosti,
ograni¢enja, potencijalne rizike i pedagoske implikacije. Kako bi se pruzio jasan
uvid u moguénosti i izazove njene upotrebe u obrazovnom kontekstu, koris¢ena
je teorijska analiza zasnovana na pregledu relevantne literature. Rad ukazuje da
vestacka inteligencija predstavlja vredan resurs koji se moze uspesno koristiti u
kljuénim segmentima nastavnog rada, uz naglasenu potrebu za kriti¢kim i od-
govornim pristupom njene implementacije u praksi. S obzirom na sve ucestaliju
upotrebu ove tehnologije, zakljucuje se da je integracija vestacke inteligencije u
obrazovanju neophodna i neizbezna, ali da ona mora biti uskladena sa potrebama
ucenika 1 nastavnika. Implikacije rada ukazuju na znacaj osnazivanja nastavni-
ka u razvijanju digitalnih kompetencija koje omogucavaju pedagoski opravdanu
upotrebu vestacke inteligencije u nastavi.

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PERSPECTIVES AND CHALLENGES OF APPLYING ARTIFICIAL
INTELLIGENCE IN CONTEMPORARY EDUCATION

Abstract: The digitalization of contemporary society entails intensive
development and more frequent use of technological innovations, particularly
in the field of education. Among the numerous aspects of this process, the appli-
cation of artificial intelligence (Al) stands out as one of the most significant.
The innovation of the contemporary educational system through the applica-
tion of artificial intelligence is increasingly widespread in practice, bringing
with it many implications. With the potential to become one of the key factors
in the digital transformation of education, artificial intelligence provides a wide
range of opportunities for improving the teaching process. Artificial intelligen-
ce can be effectively used for individualizing and providing a richer learning
experience, planning teaching work more comprehensively, emphasizing the
educational role of teachers, monitoring and assessing achievements more pro-
ductively, facilitating administrative tasks, and improving the quality of the
teaching process. At the same time, its integration into education also poses
numerous challenges related to preserving essential pedagogical values, redefi-
ning the role of teachers, enhancing interaction, considering ethical issues, and
preserving data privacy. The aim of this paper is to analyze theoretical appro-
aches to the application of artificial intelligence in education, with a particular
focus on its values, limitations, potential risks, and pedagogical implications.
In order to provide a clear insight into the possibilities and challenges of its use
in the educational context, a theoretical analysis based on a review of relevant
literature was used. The paper indicates that artificial intelligence is a valuable
resource that can be successfully used in key segments of the teaching proce-
ss, with an emphasis on the need for a critical and responsible approach to its
implementation in practice. Considering the increasingly frequent use of this
technology, it is concluded that the integration of artificial intelligence in edu-
cation is necessary and inevitable, but that it must be aligned with the needs of
students and teachers. The implications of the work highlight the importance of
empowering teachers in developing digital competencies that enable the peda-
gogically justified use of artificial intelligence in teaching.

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DIGITAL INNOVATIONS AND INCLUSIVE PEDAGOGY - AN
OVERVIEW OF THE “MAGIC MIRROR” PLATFORM

Abstract: Digitalization opens new possibilities for improving
inclusive education through the development of tools that provide support,
accessibility, and individualized learning. Digital technologies not only
facilitate the teaching process but also contribute to increased motivation,
active participation, and social integration of students with special educational
needs. This paper examines the importance of modern digital solutions and
their application in an inclusive context, with particular emphasis on the
“Magic Mirror” platform, which offers an innovative approach to supporting
teachers and students through interactive resources and personalized content.
In addition, examples of other similar digital tools and platforms that expand
opportunities for learning and communication are presented. In this way,
digital technologies are affirmed as a key factor in the development of
contemporary inclusive pedagogy in the context of globalization and social
change.

PRACTICE OF THE ELEMENTARY SCHOOL “SVETI SAVA” NIS

Abstract: Modern education faces the challenges of globalization and
digitalization, therefore, it is necessary to balance between preserving tradi-
tional values and embracing innovations brought by the digital age. Viewed
from the perspective of innovation and modernization, information and com-
munication technologies (ICT) represent one of the most significant aspects
of contemporary education. ICTs are not merely tools for knowledge tran-
smission, but essential instruments that enable access to information, enhan-
ce communication, and support interactive, personalized, and collaborative
learning. The aim of the paper is to examine the importance of ICT imple-
mentation in the educational process, as well as the development of teachers’
digital competencies. The paper used the method of theoretical analysis and
descriptive methods, along with content analysis and survey techniques. The
research was conducted at the “Sveti Sava” Elementary School in Ni§, using
a questionnaire specifically designed for this purpose. The study analyzed te-
achers’ attitudes toward the use of ICT in teaching, the school’s digital infra-
structure, and professional development programs implemented over the past
five years. The results indicate that the majority of teachers regularly apply
ICT into their teaching process, recognizing numerous benefits, including
increased student motivation, enhanced content interactivity, and improved
collaboration among educators. At the same time, the findings underscore the
importance of ongoing professional development to enable teachers to effe-
ctively use digital tools in response to the demands of contemporary society.
It is concluded that adequate equipment and systematic institutional support
significantly influence the quality of teaching and teachers’ readiness to im-
prove their practice, thereby enabling the effective integration of ICT into the
educational process.

Abstract: The aim of this paper is to theoretically analyze the pheno-
menon of “digital childhood” in the context of preserving and transmitting
traditional values, with a critical consideration of the possibilities for harmo-
nizing the two dimensions of upbringing — inherited cultural patterns and the
demands of the digital society. The methodological framework is based on a
theoretical and comparative analysis of relevant literature. Particular attenti-
on is focused on understanding how the digital environment changes patterns
of socialization and identity formation compared to the pre-digital period.

Abstract: The exponential development of generative artificial intelli-
gence, particularly tools such as ChatGPT, represents one of the most signifi-
cant changes in contemporary education. This paper explores the dual nature
of the impact of Al tools on the educational process. On one hand, there is a
risk of students becoming passive, acquiring information superficially, and
developing a lack of independent thinking, where Al becomes a mechanical
“answer factory.” On the other hand, these same tools hold great potential to
stimulate the development of critical thinking, creativity, and deep learning,
provided they are strategically integrated into the teaching process.

The paper focuses on analyzing this dichotomy through the lens of pe-
dagogical principles of constructivism and social learning. Special attention
is given to foreign language teaching, specifically French, where Al tools
offer unique opportunities and challenges. In the context of language lear-
ning, the paper examines how Al can contribute to personalized grammar
practice, vocabulary expansion, simulation of authentic conversations, and
the provision of instant feedback, while simultaneously encouraging langua-
ge mediation and intercultural awareness.

The conclusion emphasizes that the ultimate impact of Al on learning
is determined not by the technology itself, but by pedagogical design and
the teacher’s ability to integrate the tools into meaningful educational activi-
ties. The paper suggests concrete strategies for adapting teaching practices,
highlighting the necessity of developing digital and Al literacy among both
students and teachers, in order to maximize the educational potential of this
technology while minimizing its possible negative effects.

Apstrakt: Skolska klima koja podrzava nasilje snazno uti¢e na per-
cepciju o pripadnosti i bezbednosti u¢enika kao i o ostrakizmu, kako vr$njaka
tako 1 svih agenasa koji utiCu na process socijalizacije. Psiholoska kontrola
odrazava pokuSaje ucenika da upravljaju ponaSanjem vr$njaka manipulaci-
jom njihovih emocija, ¢ime se podriva njihova nezavisnost, samopouzdanje
i sigurnost koja dolazi sa odnosom razli¢itih agenasa. Posebno smo zainte-
resovani za to kako je socijalni status nasilnika, ukupna stopa viktimizacije
u Skoli, percepcija nastavnika na Skolsku klimu, agresivno ponasanje, po-
vezano sa vr$njatkom populacijom, percepcijom o bezbednosti, pripadnosti
kao i odbacenosti iz kolektivne zajednice. Cilj ovog empirijskog istrazivanja
jeste da se utvrdi kako Skolska klima u sklopu svih $kolskih kontekstualnih
faktora uti¢e na agresivno ponasanje u¢enika. Konkretno, pretpostavili smo
da u skoli sa vis$im nivoom poremecaja percepcije o bezbednosti, oseéaj pri-
padanja jeste negativan, a verovatnoca svedoka maltretiranju ¢e biti poveca-
na. Pored toga, pretpostavili smo da u §koli gde su nasilnici percipirani kao
popularni, uéenici i nastavnici se ose¢aju manje bezbedno. Ovo istrazivanje
ispituje razlike u percepciji nasilja, skolske sigurnosti, ose¢aja pripadnosti/
odbacenosti izmedu ucenika, kao i na relaciji ucenik-nastavnik. Rezultati
pokazuju da postoje znacajne perceptivne razlike izmedu nastavnika i u¢eni-
ka, kao i to da su kontekstalni faktori povezani sa shvatanjem o bezbednosti,
pripadnosti, odbacenosti i svedoCenju agresivnog ponasanja.

Upravo atraktivnost samog predmeta istrazivanja probudili su naSu
potrebu za njegovim dubljim sagledavanjem i prou¢avanjem. Rad daje skro-
man doprinos popularizaciji ove problematike a prikazani rezultati istraziva-
nja mogu biti znacajni za razvijanje teorijsko konceptualnih postavki u ovoj
oblasti, a jo§ viSe osnove ima za predstavljanje prakti¢nih implikacija.

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PERSPECTIVES OF PEER OSTRACISM AND
SAFETY/PROTECTION WITHIN THE SCHOOL COMMUNITY

Abstract: School climate that supports bullying strongly influences
students’ perceptions of belonging and safety, as well as their perceptions
of ostracism, both from peers and from all agents involved in the socializa-
tion process. Psychological control reflects students’ attempts to influence
peer behavior by manipulating emotions, thereby undermining their indepen-
dence, self-confidence, and the sense of safety that stems from relationships
with various social agents. This study is particularly concerned with how
the social status of bullies, overall rates of victimization, teacher percepti-
ons of school climate, and aggressive behavior relate to students’ perceptions
of peer relationships, safety, belonging, and exclusion from the collective
school community. The aim of this empirical research is to determine how
the school climate, in interaction with various contextual factors, influences
students’ aggressive behavior. Specifically, we hypothesized that in schools
where the perception of safety is more severely disrupted, students expe-
rience a reduced sense of belonging and are more likely to witness bullying
incidents. Additionally, we hypothesized that in environments where bullies
are perceived as popular, both students and teachers feel less safe. This study
examines differences in the perception of violence, school safety, and fee-
lings of belonging and exclusion—both among students and between stu-
dents and teachers. The findings reveal significant perceptual discrepancies
between students and teachers, and demonstrate that contextual school fa-
ctors are strongly associated with perceptions of safety, inclusion, exclusion,
and witnessing aggressive behavior.

The very appeal of the research topic underscores the need for deeper
investigation. This paper offers a modest contribution to the popularization of
this issue, and the presented findings may be valuable for the development of
theoretical frameworks in this field, and even more so for presenting practical
implications.

ISTRAZIVANJIMA: PRETRAZNI PREGLED

Apstrakt: Ovaj rad iznosi rezultate pretraznog pregleda o upotrebi
izraza relacijska pedagogija u recentnim pedagogijskim istrazivanjima. Pre-
gled je obuhvatio tri elektroni¢ke baze podataka: Scopus, Summon i Taylor &
Francis, te ukljucio publikacije objavljene u posljednjih pet godina u otvo-
renom pristupu. Posebna pozornost posveéena je kvalitativnim i teorijskim
istrazivanjima, buduci da je glavni cilj bio obuhvatiti razli¢ite na¢ine na koje
se relacijska pedagogija definira i koristi, uz identificiranje moguéih smje-
rova buducih istrazivanja. Odabrana metoda pretraznog pregleda posebno
je prikladna za izradu inicijalnog presjeka relativno nove teme $irokog do-
masaja, za ocrtavanje granica podrucja te za ispitivanje potencijala za dalja
istraZivanja.

Ovo istrazivanje dalo je nekoliko relevantnih rezultata, ukljucujuéi
prepoznate razlike u koriStenju i shvacanju relacijske pedagogije. Takoder
je mapiralo klju¢ne koncepte, teorijske okvire i intelektualne tradicije unutar
podrucja.

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RELATIONAL PEDAGOGY IN RECENT PEDAGOGICAL
RESEARCH: A SCOPING REVIEW

Abstract: This work presents the findings of a scoping review on the
use of the term relational pedagogy in recent pedagogical research. The re-
view covered three online databases: Scopus, Summon and Taylor & Francis,
and included open-access publications from the past five years. Particular
attention was given to qualitative and theoretical studies, as the primary aim
was to capture the range of ways in which relational pedagogy has been
defined and used, as well as to identify potential directions for future rese-
arch. The chosen method is especially well-suited for developing an initial
overview of a relatively new and wide-ranging topic, helping to delineate
its boundaries in the field and highlight possible research gaps. This rese-
arch yielded several noteworthy findings, including differences in use and
understanding of relational pedagogy. It also mapped key concepts, theoreti-
cal backgrounds and intellectual lineages within the field. Overall, the report
showcases an increased interest both in employing relational theories as fo-
undations for innovative empirical research and in pursuing rich theoretical
explorations of relationality itself — often with an interdisciplinary orientation
and a sense of refreshing novelty.

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THE INTERSECTION OF YOUTHISM AND STUDENT STATUS:
DEEPENING CHALLENGES AND DISCRIMINATION

Abstract: The intersection of youthism and student status reveals the
dual nature of young people’s position within the educational process. Pu-
blic discourse emphasizes the importance of student status and the access it
provides to specific benefits, such as subsidized housing or student meals.
On the other hand, students frequently find themselves in a discriminatory
position precisely because of this status, which consequently deepens the-
ir difficulties. An analysis of data collected through focus group interviews
conducted within the research project Youthism, Ageism and Intergeneratio-
nal Relations on the Path to Employment showed that youthism in education
primarily manifests itself in two dimensions: the professor—student relations-
hip and the distinction between full and part-time students. According to the
participants, the consequences of discrimination in educational settings were
most visible in feelings of inferiority and perceived unfair treatment. At the
same time, since young people are not a homogeneous group, student status
serves as a distinct social category that opens up specific opportunities. An
intersectional approach enables a more comprehensive understanding of the-
se contradictory aspects and sheds light on how youthism is intertwined with
institutional practices. The participants identified education as a key field for
reducing age-based discrimination, emphasizing the potential of raising awa-
reness about the values of different age groups and developing inclusive pra-
ctices that would prevent the reproduction of youthism. The aim of our paper
is to highlight the necessity of further addressing youthism as a specific form
of age discrimination and the significance of student status as a particular
social position.

PRODUBLJIVANJE IZAZOVA 1 DISKRIMINACIJE

Apstrakt: Ukrstanje jutizma (diskriminacije zasnovane na mladosti) i
studentskog statusa otkriva dvostruku prirodu polozaja mladih ljudi u obra-
zovnom procesu. Javni diskurs naglaSava znacaj studentskog statusa i pri-
stupa odredenim beneficijama koje on omogucava, poput subvencionisanog
stanovanja ili studentske ishrane. S druge strane, studenti se Cesto nalaze u
diskriminisanom poloZaju upravo zbog tog statusa, §to dodatno produbljuje
njihove teskoce. Analiza podataka prikupljenih kroz fokus-grupne intervjue
sprovedene u okviru istrazivackog projekta Youthism, Ageism and Interge-
nerational Relations on the Path to Employment pokazala je da se jutizam u
obrazovanju pretezno ispoljava u dve dimenzije: u odnosu professor—student
iu razlici izmedu redovnih i vanrednih studenata. Prema navodima ucesnika,
posledice diskriminacije u obrazovnom okruZenju najvise se odrazavaju kroz
osec¢aj inferiornosti i percepciju nefer tretmana. Istovremeno, poSto mladi
nisu homogena grupa, studentski status deluje kao posebna drustvena kate-
gorija koja otvara odredene prilike.

Intersekcionalni pristup omogucava sveobuhvatnije razumevanje ovih
kontradiktornih aspekata i osvetljava nacin na koji je jutizam isprepleten s
institucionalnim praksama. U¢esnici su prepoznali obrazovanje kao klju¢no

Abstract: Media literacy represents one of the key competencies of
contemporary society, as it transcends the traditional understanding of litera-
cy and includes the ability to critically comprehend, evaluate, and create me-
dia content. The aim of this paper is to show how media literacy can connect
traditional educational values, such as critical thinking, ethical responsibility,
and the nurturing of cultural identity, with the challenges of the digital age
shaped by globalization, digitalization, and social networking platforms. The
methodological framework of the paper is based on a qualitative analysis of
relevant literature and examples of good practice in both formal and non-for-
mal education. Special attention is devoted to the role of teachers and fami-
lies as key actors in developing media literacy among children and young
people, along with a discussion of the pedagogical implications for the Ser-
bian educational system. The main thesis of the paper is that media literacy
should not be understood merely as a technical skill, but as a value-based
dimension of education that fosters active and responsible citizenship. The
theoretical significance of the paper lies in connecting the concept of literacy
with a broader pedagogical and social context, while the practical contributi-
on emphasizes the importance of integrating media literacy into curricula and
educational strategies.

Abstract: The contemporary context of life is characterized by prono-
unced individual, cultural, ethnic, linguistic, and religious diversity, which
shapes everyday interpersonal relations and social dynamics. Another signi-
ficant determinant of the new era is the process of digitalization, which opens
numerous opportunities for promoting universal values essential for nurturing
a culture of diversity, such as tolerance, empathy, respect, and solidarity. On
the other hand, the digital space can easily become a site for spreading ste-
reotypes, intolerance, hate speech, and social exclusion. Therefore, the digital
age creates a very challenging yet fertile ground for education for diversity.

MULTIMODALNOG KOLABORATIVNOG PISANJA

Apstrakt: Sve veca prisutnost multimodalne komunikacije u digital-
nom svetu i svakodnevnom zivotu transformisala je poimanje pisanja u na-
stavi stranog jezika (L2). Potreba da ucenici stranog jezika razvijaju i druge
modove van jezi¢kog, dovela je do razvoja digitalnog multimodalnog pisanja
(engl. DMC,; digital multimodal composing) kao znacajne istrazivacke obla-
sti u nastavi pisanja kod L2. Iako veliki broj radova ukazuje na pedagoski
znacaj primene ove forme pisanja u nastavi L2, manje paznje u literaturi po-
sveéeno je njenom ocenjivanju. Predlozeno je nekoliko rubrika za ocenji-
vanje multimodalnog pisanja uc¢enika, medutim malobrojna su ispitivanja o
pouzdanosti kori§éenja ovih rubrika kao instrumenata za ocenjivanje. Ovo
istrazivanje ispituje pouzdanost izmedu ocenjivaca (engl. inter-rater reliabi-
lity) za sumativno ocenjivanje kolaborativnog multimodalnog pisanja u na-
stavi nemackog kao stranog jezika pomocu tri rubrike: teorijski zasnovane
rubrike, programske rubrike i rubrike zasnovane na zanru. U istraZivanju se
takode ispituje koji faktori mogu uticati na nedoslednost u ocenjivanju, poput
nedovoljno jasnih formulacija u rubrikama, neprilagodljivosti rubrike speci-
fiénostima razlicitih Zanrova ili poteSkoca sa kojima se nastavnici suoc¢avaju
prilikom ocenjivanja nejezickih modova.

RUBRICS IN THE SUMMATIVE ASSESSMENT OF
DIGITAL MULTIMODAL COLLABORATIVE COMPOSING

Abstract: The increasing presence of multimodal communication in
the digital world and everyday life has transformed concepts of writing in fo-
reign language learning (L2). The recognition that foreign language learners
need to develop modes beyond linguistic has given rise to digital multimodal
composing (DMC) as a significant domain of inquiry within L2 writing pe-
dagogy. Although a growing body of research has documented the pedago-
gical value of DMC in L2 contexts, the issue of its assessment has received
comparatively limited attention. While several rubrics for evaluating DMC
have been proposed, little work has been devoted to establishing their reliabi-
lity as assessment tools. This study examines the inter-rater reliability in the
summative assessment of collaborative multimodal writing in the context of
teaching German as a foreign language, using three rubrics: a theory-driven
rubric, a programmatic rubric, and a genre-based rubric. The study also inve-
stigates potential factors that may contribute to variations in rating, such as
unclear rubric descriptors, the lack of adaptability of rubrics to genre-specific
features, or challenges teachers face when evaluating non-linguistic modes.
The aim of the research is to determine whether, and under what conditions,
these rubrics can be effectively used for summative assessment of DMC in
L2 German writing instruction, as well as to identify which design elements
may influence rating reliability. The results of this study provide valuable gu-
idance to L2 teachers regarding the possibilities and limitations of using these
rubrics in DMC instruction, as well as useful feedback to rubric designers on
their applicability in specific summative assessment contexts.

EMOCIONALNO VASPITANJE KAO NASTAVNI PREDMET U
STUDIJSKIM PROGRAMIMA PEDAGOGIJE®*

Apstrakt: Tokom 20. veka vaspitno-obrazovni sistemi bili su pretez-
no usmereni na intelektualni razvoj uéenika, dok se emocionalna dimenzi-
ja razvoja najces¢e podrazumevala i ostajala u okviru implicitnog kuriku-
luma. Takav pristup doveo je do naruSene ravnoteze izmedu emocionalnih
i kognitivnih aspekata uéenja, a deficit razumevanja, empatije, samosvesti,
kao i sposobnosti izrazavanja i regulacije emocija bio je sve izraZeniji. Ova
neravnoteza ogledala se i u ¢estim tesko¢ama u u¢enju, smanjenoj motivaciji,
osecaju nezadovoljstva, ali i u pojavama neadekvatnog ponasanja, vrSnjac-
kog nasilja i razli¢itih oblika konflikata. Potreba za sistematskim razvojem
emocionalnih kompetencija podstakla je rast interesovanja naucne i strucne
javnosti za koncept emocionalnog vaspitanja i njegovo uklju¢ivanje u for-
malno obrazovanje. Tokom proteklih decenija emocionalno vaspitanje posta-
lo je predmet brojnih istrazivanja, a u mnogim obrazovnim sistemima u svetu
uvedeno je kao sastavni deo Skolskih i1 univerzitetskih programa. U skladu
sa tim tendencijama, ovaj rad ima za cilj da analizira zastupljenost emocio-
nalnog vaspitanja kao nastavnog predmeta u okviru aktuelnih studijskih pro-
grama pedagogije na univerzitetima u Srbiji. Poseban akcenat stavljen je na
analizu ciljeva, ishoda i sadrzaja ovog predmeta, nac¢ina njegove realizacije
i povezanosti sa drugim predmetima. U istraZivanju je primenjena deskrip-
tivna metoda uz tehniku analize sadrzaja. Rezultati analize pokazali su da se
predmet Emocionalno vaspitanje pojavljuje samo na Filozofskom fakultetu u
Nisu, kao obavezni predmet u tre¢em semestru Osnovnih akademskih studija
Pedagogije (program akreditovan 2021. godine). Detaljna analiza elemena-
ta silabusa ukazuje da predmet svojim sadrzajima, ciljevima i realizacijom
kroz predavanja i vezbe doprinosi razvoju razumevanja zna¢aja emocional-
nog vaspitanja u savremenoj pedagogiji i prepoznavanju moguénosti njegove
primene u razli¢itim vaspitnim kontekstima.

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EMOTIONAL EDUCATION AS A COURSE IN
STUDY PROGRAMS OF PEDAGOGY

Abstract: Throughout the 20th century, educational systems were pre-
dominantly focused on the intellectual development of students, while the
emotional dimension of development was often overlooked and remained
within the framework of the implicit curriculum. Such an approach led to a
disruption of the balance between emotional and cognitive aspects of learning,
and deficits in understanding, empathy, self-awareness, as well as the ability
to express and regulate emotions, became increasingly evident. This imbalan-
ce was also reflected in frequent learning difficulties, decreased motivation,
feelings of dissatisfaction, and various forms of inappropriate behavior, peer
violence, and conflict. The need for the systematic development of emotional
competencies has stimulated growing interest among researchers and educa-
tion professionals in the concept of emotional education and its inclusion in
formal education. Over the past decades, emotional education has become
the subject of numerous studies. In many educational systems worldwide, it
has been introduced as an integral part of school and university curricula. In
accordance with these trends, the aim of this paper is to analyze the presence
of Emotional Education as a course within the current pedagogy study pro-
grams at universities in Serbia. Special attention is given to the analysis of the
course’s objectives, learning outcomes, and content, as well as the methods
of its implementation and its interrelation with other courses. The study em-
ployed the descriptive method and the content analysis technique. The results
of the analysis showed that the course Emotional Education is offered only
at the Faculty of Philosophy, University of Ni$, as a compulsory subject in
the third semester of the undergraduate study program in Pedagogy (accre-
dited in 2021). A detailed analysis of the syllabus elements indicates that the
course, through its content, objectives, and implementation via lectures and
practice sessions, contributes to students’ understanding of the importance of
emotional education in contemporary pedagogy and helps them recognize the
possibilities for its application in various educational contexts.

Apstrakt: Okrenutost ka buducnosti jedno je od najstabilnijih obiljez-
jaljudi, a naro¢ito mladih. Percepcija buduénosti i usvajanje Sema o buduc¢em
zivotu bitni su faktori u ljudskom razvitku, bez obzira na to koliko su te za-
menzije moguceg i buduéeg imaju veliki uticaj na ponasanje, stavove i nacin
na koji mladi dozivljavaju sebe, cilj istrazivanja bio je ispitivanje percepcije
buducnosti uc¢enika srednjih skola. U radu je koristen empirijsko neeksperi-
mentalni metod, a uzorak istrazivanja ¢inilo je 309 ispitanika, u¢enika sred-
njih skola, od ¢ega je 141 muskog i 168 ispitanika Zenskog pola. Percepcija
buducnosti procjenjivala se Skalom vizije buduénosti, a za procjenu determi-
nanti buducnosti primijenjena je Skala percipiranih faktora buduénosti. Po-
daci o socijalno-statusnim karakteristikama dobijeni su na osnovu Upitnika
za adolescente.

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PERCEPTION OF THE FUTURE AND ITS DETERMINANTS
AMONG HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS

Abstract: Future orientation is one of the most stable characteristics
of people, particularly of young individuals. The perception of the future and
the adoption of life schemes are significant factors in human development,
regardless of how realistic these ideas or schemes are, or to what extent they
will be confirmed in the future. Since the dimensions of the possible and the
forthcoming have a strong influence on behavior, attitudes, and the way yo-
ung people perceive themselves, the aim of this study was to examine high
school students’ perception of the future. The research applied an empirical
non-experimental method, with a sample of 309 respondents, consisting of
141 male and 168 female students. The perception of the future was asses-
sed using the Future Vision Scale, while the determinants of the future were
evaluated with the Perceived Future Factors Scale. Data on socio-status cha-
racteristics were obtained through the Adolescent Questionnaire. The results
show that high school students hold positive expectations about the future,
and that these expectations differ with respect to gender (Mann-Whitney U
test= 9207.500; p=0.001) and grade level (y>=8.558; df=3, p=0.036). As the
most important factors for their future, students value health status (M=4.84),
education (M=4.64), and luck (M=4.68), while they consider physical appe-
arance (M=3.43) and family’s material conditions (M=3.95) to be the least
important. The perception of the future represents a relevant research issue,
especially among younger generations, as they have both the need and the
opportunity to organize their lives, education, employment, marriage, and
family planning, in accordance with their expectations of the future.

Abstract: Psychological support is a vital component of healthy de-
velopment; alongside physical well-being, focused attention to mental health
is essential. Social perceptions of students, though seemingly diverse, often
result in neglect, stemming from a failure to recognize that all individuals
share the same needs—needs that sometimes must be met in different ways.
Additional support—in everyday functioning as well as in empowerment—
can be provided adequately only when grounded in understanding as the gu-
iding principle for work with every person, regardless of whether differences
have been formally identified. Difficulties in sensory and motor functioning
are primarily situated within the family and the individual’s immediate en-
vironment. Depending on circumstances, psychological characteristics, and
the availability of support, certain potentials may be realized, or they may
remain untapped when these conditions are absent. The aim of this paper is
to underscore the importance of psychological support for blind and low-vi-
sion students and to outline the interrelated factors that shape such support.
Seemingly unrelated details can significantly influence an individual’s se-
If-concept, particularly when one feels devalued because the social system
fails to recognize them. The paper elaborates on family support, professional
support, inclusive education, subsequent employment and professional en-
gagement, and participation in sports as a positive predictor of mental health
among blind and low-vision individuals. These aspects are examined through
the lens of their psychological effects, both indirect and direct. Prior research
on this topic highlights quality of life, stigmatization, and depressive symp-
toms.

Abstract: Modern educational processes take place under conditions
of intense social change that question the role of traditional values. The con-
cept of gender equality in contemporary society represents one of the key
dimensions of educational transformation, as it not only influences the socia-
lization of young people but also shapes their position within the educational
system and the wider society. The aim of this paper is to analyze how traditi-
onal gender norms and stereotypes are transmitted, reproduced, or overcome
in the educational process, as well as how contemporary concepts of gender
equality and inclusiveness stimulate the transformation of educational pra-
ctices. Methodologically, the paper is based on a critical analysis of relevant
literature in the fields of the sociology of education, gender studies, and pe-
dagogy. The results indicate that the educational system often represents a
space of tension between tradition and modernity; while patriarchal models
remain present on one side, on the other, there are initiatives and strategies
that promote critical thinking, equal opportunities, and respect for diversity.
Theoretically, the paper contributes to understanding education as a dynamic
process of identity construction, while practically, it offers a basis for deve-
loping pedagogical approaches focused on gender sensitivity and democratic
citizenship.

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USE OF SOCIAL MEDIA IN ADOLESCENCE: STUDENTS’
PERCEPTIONS OF PARENTAL MEDIATION STRATEGIES

Abstract: The aim of this study is to examine how students retrospe-
ctively perceive parental mediation strategies in the use of social media du-
ring adolescence. Traditional mediation strategies include co-use, restrictive
mediation, and supervision, while recent literature also identifies new forms
of mediation such as balanced, ad hoc, permissive, and enabling mediation.
The empirical part of the research was conducted using a questionnaire de-
signed specifically for this study, with a sample consisting of 150 students
from the Faculty of Philosophy, University of NiS. The study explored three
forms of parental mediation in social media use: participatory mediation (co-
use), restrictive, and technical mediation. Special attention was given to the
perceived outcomes of three strategies, including feeling of support and trust,
as well as perceptions of control and invasion of privacy, and the tendency
to conceal online activities. The significance of this research lies in identi-
fying parental strategies that constructively shape young people’s behavior
and contribute to the development of their media literacy in the digital envi-
ronment.

ZA BROJEVE KOD MATURANATA

Apstrakt: Ovo istraZivanje bavi se ispitivanjem razvijenosti smisla
za brojeve kod ucenika zavrSnog razreda gimnazije u zavisnosti od spola,
obrazovnog smjera i $kole koju pohadaju, kao i ispitivanjem povezanosti tih
rezultata sa Skolskim ueniechom iz matematike, fizike i informatike. U istra-
zivanju je ucestvovalo 250 ygenika Sest razlicitih gimnazija iz Kantona Sa-
rajevo rasporedenih u Sest razli¢itih smjerova. Za analizu podataka koriSteni
su Mann—Whitney U test, Kruskal-Wallis test i Spearmanova korelacija, kao
prikladne neparametarske metode.

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RESEARCH ON THE DEVELOPMENT OF NUMBER SENSE
AMONG HIGH SCHOOL GRADUATES

Abstract: This research examines the development of number sense in
final year high school students depending on gender, educational major and
the school they attend, as well as examining the connection between these
results and academic success in mathematics, physics and computer science.
The research involved 250 students from six different high schools in Sara-
jevo Canton, divided into six different majors. The Mann—Whitney U test,
Kruskal-Wallis test and Spearman correlation were used for data analysis,
as appropriate non-parametric methods. The research results showed statisti-
cally significant differences between individual high schools and educatio-
nal majors, with students from the mathematics and computer science major
and certain high schools achieving better results. Moreover, male students on
average had better results than female students. Spearman correlation showed
that grades in mathematics and physics were significantly correlated with the
overall result, while the connection with grades in computer science was not
statistically significant.

Apstrakt: Emocionalna kompetentnost, kao deo emocionalne inteligencije
obuhvata emocionalne i socijalne vestine koje uti¢u na nacin na koji osoba prepo-
znaje, dozivljava, izrazava i reguliSe vlastite emocije. Cilj istrazivanja je bio da se
ispita da li postoji statisticka znacajna razlika u emocionalnoj kompetentnosti u
odnosu na pol (muski/Zenski) medu adolescentima (16—18 godina). Iz verzije skale
( UEK-136 ) izdvojen je upitnik emocionalne kompetentnosti i vestina (UEK-15,
Taksi¢, 2000). Ispitanici su procenjivali stepen slaganja (1 — uopste nije tacno, 5 —
u potpunosti je ta¢no) na skali Likertovog tipa, pri cemu visi rezultat ukazuje na
razvijeniju emocionalnu kompetentnost. Uzorak je Cinilo 249 ispitanika Opstine
Vrbas (182 Zenskog pola i 67 muskog pola) starosti 16—18 godina i koji su iza-
brani metodom prigodnog uzorka. Normalnost podataka je testirana koris¢enjem
Shapiro-Wilk testa, pri ¢emu je utvrdeno da podaci ne prate normalnu raspodelu (p
<0.000). S obzirom na to da uslov normalnosti nije ispunjen, za dalju analizu je
primenjen Mann-Whitney U test kao neparametarska alternativa za uporedivanje
medijana izmedu dve nezavisne grupe. Rezultati Mann—Whitney U testa ukazuju
na postojanje znacajnih polnih razlika u odredenim aspektima emocionalne kom-
petentnosti medu adolescentima. Muski ispitanici su pokazali vece vrednosti kod
tvrdnji koje se odnose na samoregulaciju i inicijativu u socijalnim situacijama, kao
Sto su ,,Dobro raspolozenje mogu zadrzati i ako mi se nesto lose dogodi® (U =
4.085,5,Z=-4.237,p <0.001) i ,,Lako ¢u smisliti nacin da pridem osobi koja mi
se svida™ (U =4.397,5, Z=-3.491, p <0.001). S druge strane, Zenski ispitanici su
postigli vise vrednosti kod tvrdnji koje se odnose na empatiju i paznju prema drugi-
ma, kao §to su ,,Lako primetim promenu raspolozenja svog prijatelja“ (U = 7147,5
, Z =-2734, p < 0.000), ,,Lako se mogu setiti kako mogu obradovati prijatelja
kome idem na rodendan‘* (U = 5.084,0, Z =-2.159, p <0.031) i,,Znam kako mogu
ugodno iznenaditi svoga prijatelja“ (U =4.899,5, Z =-2.602, p <0.009). Ovi rezul-
tati sugeriSu da muski i zenski adolescenti pokazuju razlicite profile emocionalne
kompetentnosti, pri ¢emu muskarci vise naglasavaju sposobnost samoregulacije i
inicijativu, dok Zene pokazuju izraZeniju empatiju i socijalnu paznju. Preporuka
je da se odrzavaju radionice koje ¢e raditi na emocionalnom opismenjavanju i ra-
zvijanju emocionalne kompetentnosti oba pola, kako bi jacali rezilijentnost i bili
spremniji dase hvataju u kostac sa zivotnim izazovima koje nosi doba odrastanja.

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GENDER DIFFERENCES IN THE EMOTIONAL COMPETENCE
OF ADOLESCENTS AGED 16 TO 18 YEARS

Abstract: Emotional competence, as a part of emotional intelligence, inclu-
des emotional and social skills that affect the way a person recognizes, experiences,
expresses and regulates his own emotions. The aim of the research was to examine
whether there is a statistically significant difference in emotional competence in re-
lation to gender (male/female) among adolescents (16-18 years old). The emotional
competence and skills questionnaire (UEK-15, Taksi¢, 2000) was separated from
the version of the scale (UEK- 136). Respondents assessed the degree of agreement
(1- not true at all, 5- it is completely true) on a Likert-type scale, with a higher score
indicating more developed emotional competence. The sample consisted of 249
respondents from the Municipality of Vrbas (182 female and 67 male) aged 16-18
and who were selected using the convenient sampling method. The normality of
the data was tested using the Shapiro-Wilk test, where it was found that data do not
follow a normal distribution (p < 0.000). Given that the condition of normality is
not fulfilled, for further analysis the Mann-Whitney U test is applied as a non-pa-
rametric alternative for comparing medians between two independent groups. The
results of the Mann—Whitney U test indicate the existence of significant gender
differences in certain aspects of emotional competence among adolescents. Male
respondents showed higher values for statements related to self-regulation and ini-
tiative in social situations, such as “I can keep good mood even if something bad
happens to me” (U=4.085.5, Z=-4.237,p<0.001) and “T will easily come up with
away to approach a person I like” (U=4,397.5,Z=-3,491, p<0.001). On the other
hand, female respondents achieved higher values for statements related to empathy
and attention to others, such as “I can easily notice a change in my friend’s mood”
(U=71475,7Z=-2.734, p &lt; 0.006), “I can easily remember how to make a
friend happy whose birthday I'm going to” (U = 5,084.0, Z = -2,159, p < 0.031)
and “I know how I can pleasantly surprise my friend” (U = 4,899.5, Z = -2,602, p
&lt; 0.009). These results suggest that male and female adolescents show different
profiles of emotional competence, with men emphasizing ability for self-regulation
and initiative, while women show more empathy and social care. Recommendation
is to hold workshops that will work on emotional literacy and development of emo-
tional competence of both sexes, in order to strengthen resilience and be more ready
to engage in coping with life’s challenges that come with growing up.

Apstrakt: Dokumentovanje u vrticu omogucava uvid u proces razvo-
ja iucenja dece, kao i evaluaciju programa. Za vaspitace, dokumentovanje
predstavlja rafiniran i koristan refleksivni alat kojim se primarno preispituje
uskladenost realnog programa sa koncepcijom Osnova programa. S obzirom
na znacaj i kompleksnost procesa dokumentovanja za gradenje kvaliteta i ra-
zvijanje realnog programa u vrticu, cilj istrazivanja je ispitivanje nedoumica
vaspitaca predSkolskih ustanova u oblasti dokumentovanja. U istrazivanju je
primenjena deskriptivna metoda i kombinovani kvalitativni i kvantitativni
istrazivacki pristup. Kvantitativna analiza podataka ukazuje da postoji sta-
tisticki znac¢ajna razlika u odgovorima vaspitaca kada je re¢ o kreiranju Te-
matskog projektnog portfolija i Decjeg portfolija. Nalazi kvalitativne analize
pokazuju da postoje nedoumice vaspitaca u vezi sa kreiranjem i odrzavanjem
Tematskog projektnog portfolija, kao i izazovi u procesu prikupljanja materi-
jala za formu i strukturiranje Decjeg portfolija tokom razvijanja teme/projek-
ta sa decom.

Abstract: Documentation in preschool settings facilitates insight into
children’s developmental and learning processes, as well as program evalua-
tion. For educators, documentation serves as a refined and valuable reflective
tool, primarily used to assess the alignment of the implemented program with
the conceptual framework of the Program Foundations. Given the signifi-
cance and complexity of the documentation process in enhancing program
quality and developing a responsive curriculum in preschools, this study aims
to investigate the uncertainties faced by preschool educators in the area of
documentation. The research employs a descriptive method and a combined
qualitative and quantitative approach. Quantitative data analysis reveals a
statistically significant difference in educators’ responses regarding the cre-
ation of the Thematic Project Portfolio and the Child’s Portfolio. Qualitative
findings indicate uncertainties among educators concerning the development
and maintenance of the Thematic Project Portfolio, as well as challenges in
collecting materials and structuring the Child’s Portfolio during the imple-
mentation of themes/projects with children. The pedagogical implications
and practical significance of the study are considered in the context of su-
pporting and enhancing educators’ competencies in preschool documentation
practices.

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ETHNOGRAPHIC STUDY OF THE DIRECTIVE ROLE
OF PRESCHOOL TEACHERS IN EXPRESSIVE ACTIVITIES
OF CHILDREN

Abstract: In expressive activities of children, the preschool teacher
can take on different roles, ranging on an imaginary continuum from dire-
cting to non-intervening. In this article, the elements of the preschool teac-
her’s directive role in expressive activities in kindergarten will be described
and analyzed. The analysis is based on a selected part of ethnographic data
collected from a kindergarten in the Republic of Croatia as part of a broader
ethnographic study for a doctoral thesis. The analyzed data comes from two
expressive activities, thematically titled Mother’s Day and Spring Meadow,
reflecting the thematic focus of the preschool teacher. The analysis revealed
that the directive role taken by the preschool teacher in these activities inc-
luded the following elements: expressive activities are conducted to mark
special days and/or decorate the kindergarten environment; the purpose of the
activity is known only to the preschool teacher, and the child’s perspective is
considered only if it aligns with the teacher’s predetermined goals; the pres-
chool teacher directs the activity toward a unified, pre-planned end product;
children are expected to follow detailed, clearly verbalised instructions; and
participation in the activity is mandatory. The research provides a deeper un-
derstanding of the guiding role of preschool teachers in expressive activities.
It challenges the perception of such activities as purely craft-based and pro-
duct-oriented processes. The findings contribute to pedagogical theory and
have implications for pedagogical practice.

Apstrakt: Odgajatelj u ekspresivnim aktivnostima djece moze imati
razli¢ite uloge koje se na zamis§ljenom kontinuumu uloga kre¢u od direk-
tivnosti do ne interveniranja. Cilj ovog rada je opisati i analizirati elemen-
te direktivne uloge odgajatelja u ekspresivnim aktivnostima djece u vrticu.
Analiza ¢e se temeljiti na manjem dijelu etnografskih zapisa prikupljenih
u etnografskom istrazivanju koje je provedeno za potrebe doktorskog rada
u jednom vrti¢u u Republici Hrvatskoj.

si 1 temi koje je unaprijed odredio odgajatelj; odgajatelj ekspresivnu aktiv-
nost usmjerava ka nastanku unaprijed planiranog i uniformiranog krajnjeg
produkta; u izradi krajnjeg produkta od djece se o¢ekuje pracenje preciznih
uputa ili koraka koje im odgajatelj jasno verbalizira; sudjelovanje djece u ek-
spresivnoj aktivnosti je obavezno. Problematiziranje teme ovog rada dovodi

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SIGNIFICANCE AND POTENTIAL OF PEDAGOGICAL
DOCUMENTATION AS A STRATEGY FOR PRESCHOOL
TEACHERS IN PLANNING AND DEVELOPING A REALISTIC
PRESCHOOL CURRICULUM

Abstract: The rationale for maintaining pedagogical documentation is
multifaceted: it supports the development of a realistic curriculum and refle-
ctive practice; fosters collaboration with families and the local community;
ensures the visibility of children’s participation and learning; promotes sha-
red responsibility and the creation of learning communities; and enhances
the visibility of preschool education programs through systematic documen-
tation. Pedagogical documentation provides “traces” of preschool teachers’
understanding of the child, educational practice, curriculum, preschool in-
stitution, and professional role. In order to qualitatively examine the signifi-
cance and potential of pedagogical documentation as a strategy for planning
and developing a realistic preschool curriculum through an integrated appro-
ach, a survey questionnaire was designed and administered to experienced
preschool teachers. The questionnaire was distributed in November 2024
and completed by 128 respondents. The findings indicate that the majority of
preschool teachers recognize pedagogical documentation as a valuable tool
for curriculum development and professional growth, while also highlighting
the necessity of systemic support to ensure higher-quality and more sustaina-
ble documentation practices. Moreover, the results suggest that pedagogical
documentation enables preschool teachers to design new opportunities for
play and inquiry, extend children’s experiences, refine ideas, and enhance
communication with parents and colleagues. The significance of this study
is twofold: it offers valuable insights into how pedagogical documentation
influences preschool teachers’ professional practice, and it identifies the key
obstacles and challenges they encounter in the documentation process. This
research contributes both theoretically and practically by opening space for
the development of new strategies in pedagogical documentation that can
advance the quality of preschool education.

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IMPLEMENTATION OF INTEGRATED LEARNING THROUGH
PROJECTS IN PRESCHOOL EDUCATION - BETWEEN THEORY
AND PRACTICE

Abstract: The aim of this paper is to analyze the implementation of
integrated learning through projects in preschool education, with a special
focus on how educators plan and carry out project activities, as well as on the
challenges that arise in practice. The starting point is the theoretical under-
standing of the integrated approach to learning, which implies that a child’s
knowledge, skills, and experiences are perceived as interconnected units rat-
her than as separate areas. In this context, the project-based approach enables
children to actively construct knowledge and apply it in new situations thro-
ugh play, exploration, and collaboration with peers and adults.

Methodologically, the paper is based on the analysis of theoretical
concepts proposed by contemporary authors and educational program docu-
ments, as well as on insights into educators’ experiences in implementing the
project-based approach. The research indicates that successful implementati-
on of integrated learning requires careful project planning, along with flexi-
bility, since children’s initiatives often guide the course of activities. The key
challenges relate to cooperation with families—which is essential for deepe-
ning children’s experiences—as well as to evaluation processes that demand
new approaches to assessing children’s participation and progress.

The theoretical significance of this paper lies in deepening the un-
derstanding of integrated learning as a fundamental principle of modern
preschool education. From a practical standpoint, the results can serve as
guidelines for educators to improve their own practice by strengthening the
child’s role as an active participant, developing partnerships with families,
and introducing more effective evaluation methods. In this way, integrated
learning through projects represents a path toward higher-quality and more
meaningful preschool education.

MUZEJI KAO OBRAZOVNI PROSTORI: PREVAZILAZENJE
NEUTRALNOSTI U OBLIKOVANJU DRUSTVENIH VRIJEDNOSTI

Apstrakt: Pitanje da li muzeji treba da ostanu neutralne institucije ili
da djeluju kao obrazovni prostori koji uti¢u na drustvene vrijednosti, nalazi se
u samom srediStu muzeoloskih i obrazovnih nauka. Na osnovu kvalitativnog
istraZivanja sprovedenog sa 30 studenata osnovnih i master studija, ovaj rad
ispituje njihovu percepciju vrijednosne orijentacije muzejskih izlozbi kroz
pet fokus grupa. Rezultati nedvosmisleno pokazuju jasan konsenzus da mu-
zeji nisu i ne mogu biti liSeni vrijednosti, jer su njihov sadrzaj i interpretacija
neizbjezno oblikovani politi¢kim, kulturnim, istorijskim i ideolos§kim fakto-
rima. Dok studenti prepoznaju tradicionalnu teZznju muzeja da svoje kolekcije
predstave kao objektivne istine, oni smatraju da bi ove institucije trebalo da
preuzmu aktivniju ulogu u promovisanju drustveno prihvacenih vrijednosti,
podsticanju kritickog misljenja i ohrabrivanju reinterpretacije kulturnih nara-
tiva. Naglasak je stavljen na potrebu za participativnim i interaktivnim pristu-
pima (poput radionica, panel diskusija i javnih predavanja) koji prevazilaze
stati¢ne postavke i podsticu demokratski dijalog izmedu posjetilaca i muzej-
skih edukatora, ali i medu samim posjetiocima. Usvajanjem ovakvih praksi
muzeji mogu ojacati svoju obrazovnu ulogu, doprinijeti drustvenom dijalogu
i refleksiji, te odgovoriti na savremene izazove na nacin koji povezuje kultur-
no nasljede sa Sirim procesima ucenja i drustvenih promjena.

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MUSEUMS AS EDUCATIONAL SPACES: BEYOND NEUTRALITY
IN SHAPING SOCIAL VALUES

Abstract: The question of whether museums should remain neutral
institutions or act as educational spaces that influence social values has been
central to both museum studies and educational sciences. Based on qualitative
research with 30 undergraduate and master’s students, the study investigates
their perceptions of value orientation in museum exhibitions through five fo-
cus group discussions. Results undoubtedly show a clear agreement that mu-
seums are not and cannot be value-free, since their content and interpretation
are inevitably shaped by political, cultural, historical and ideological factors.
While students recognize the traditional tendency of museums to present the-
ir collections as objective truths, they argue that these institutions should take
a more active role in promoting socially accepted values, stimulating critical
thinking, and encouraging the reinterpretation of cultural narratives. Empha-
sis is placed on the need for participatory and interactive approaches (such as
workshops, panel discussions, and public lectures) that extend beyond static
displays and foster democratic dialogue among visitors and museum educa-
tors, but also between the visitors themselves. By embracing these practices,
museums can strengthen their educational role, contribute to social reflection
dialogue, and respond to contemporary challenges in ways that connect cul-
tural heritage with broader processes of learning and social change.

Apstrakt: U svetu koji karakteriSu slozeni rizici, globalne pretnje i
neizvesnosti, obrazovni sistemi imaju odgovornost da bezbednost ne tretiraju
samo kao tehni¢ku disciplinu, ve¢ kao temeljnu drustvenu vrednost. Univer-
ziteti, kao generatori znanja i razvoja, imaju poseban zadatak da kroz kuri-
kulume, istrazivanja i drustveni angazman oblikuju svest studenata o znacaju
bezbednosti kao javnog dobra. Ako je bezbednost uslov za li¢ni rast, onda ob-
razovanje mora negovati bezbednosnu kulturu kao vrednost — ne samo kroz
pravila i procedure, ve¢ i kroz razvijanje svesti, odgovornosti i solidarnosti.
Time obrazovanje ne samo da §titi studente, ve¢ ih u¢i da vrednuju i stvaraju
bezbedna okruzenja, §to doprinosi drustvenoj otpornosti.

Cilj ovog rada je analiza znac¢aja integrisanja bezbednosti kao vredno-
sti 1 obrazovnog sadrzaja u kurikulume visokoskolskog obrazovanja. Intere-
suje nas kako se, zapravo, bezbednost moze integrisati u nastavne programe
na nacin koji gradi vrednosne stavove, razvija kriticko misljenje i osnazuje
kompetencije za odgovorno ponasanje. Istrazivanje je sprovedeno analizom
nastavnih planova i programa viSe fakulteta u Srbiji 1 inostranstvu, i ukazalo
je na potrebu anketiranja studenata i nastavnika o percepciji bezbednosti kao
novog istrazivackog zadatka.

Rezultati ukazuju na nedovoljnu zastupljenost sadrzaja iz oblasti
bezbednosti i potrebu za sistemskim pristupom njenom razvoju. Na osno-
vu prikupljenih podataka razvijen je predlog modela integracije bezbednosti
u nastavne programe, zasnovan na interdisciplinarnosti i ishodima ucenja,
koji moze doprineti jacanju kompetencija studenata i unapredenju njihove
bezbednosne svesti. Zakljucak ukazuje da je razvoj bezbednosne kulture u
visokom obrazovanju od suStinskog znacaja za jaCanje otpornosti drustva i
izgradnju odgovornog gradanstva spremnog da odgovori na savremene bez-
bednosne izazove.

SAFETY AS A VALUE AND CONTENT OF HIGHER EDUCATION

Abstract: In a world characterized by complex risks, global threats,
and uncertainties, educational systems have the responsibility to treat safety
not merely as a technical discipline, but as a fundamental social value. Uni-
versities, as generators of knowledge and development, have a special role
in shaping students’ awareness of the importance of safety as a public good
- through curricula, research, and social engagement. If safety is a condition
for personal growth, then education must foster a culture of safety as a value
- not only through rules and procedures, but also by developing awareness,
responsibility, and solidarity. In this way, education not only protects students
but also teaches them to value and create safe environments, thereby contri-
buting to social resilience.

The aim of this paper is to analyze the importance of integrating safety
as both a value and an educational content within higher education curricula.
The central question is how safety can be embedded into study programs in
a way that shapes value-based attitudes, develops critical thinking, and stren-
gthens competencies for responsible behavior. The research was conducted
through the analysis of curricula at several universities in Serbia and abroad,
highlighting the need for surveys among students and teachers regarding their
perception of safety as an emerging research topic.

The results indicate insufficient representation of safety-related con-
tent and the need for a systematic approach to its development. Based on
the collected data, a model for integrating safety into academic programs
was proposed, grounded in interdisciplinarity and learning outcomes. This
model can contribute to strengthening students’ competencies and enhancing
their safety awareness. The conclusion emphasizes that the development of a
safety culture in higher education is of vital importance for reinforcing social
resilience and fostering responsible citizenship capable of responding to con-
temporary safety challenges.

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EDUCATION AND CULTURAL HERITAGE: THE
REPRESENTATION OF SERBIAN CULTURAL HERITAGE
IN KOSOVO AND METOHIJA IN NATURE AND SOCIETY

TEXTBOOKS

Abstract: This paper examines the extent to which Serbian cultural
heritage in Kosovo and Metohija is represented in Nature and Society textbo-
oks.The aim is to determine whether, and to what extent, content related to
Serbian cultural heritage in Kosovo and Metohija—particularly sites inclu-
ded on the UNESCO World Heritage List—is present in approved textbooks
from various publishers for the subject Nature and Society in the 3rd and 4th
grades of primary school. The sample included textbooks from the publishing
houses BIGZ, Novi Logos, Klett, and Eduka.

The following research tasks were set: to provide a brief overview of
the role of education in the transmission of culture in the context of globa-
lization; to analyze the Nature and Society curricula with the aim of identi-
fying elements that support learning about cultural identity; and to determine
whether these textbooks include content on Serbian cultural heritage, with a
special focus on heritage sites in Kosovo and Metohija listed as part of the
UNESCO World Heritage.

The main findings indicate that the analyzed teaching programs and
textbook content for Nature and Society contribute insufficiently to the de-
velopment of students’ understanding of Serbian cultural identity — highli-
ghting the need to broaden the cultural foundation of these materials.

The study employed a descriptive-analytical method.

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EDUCATION OF CHILDREN UNDERGOING HOSPITAL
TREATMENT IN LIGHT OF EDUCATIONAL THEORIES AND
VALUE TRANSFORMATIONS IN CONTEMPORARY SOCIETY

Abstract: The education of children undergoing hospital treatment re-
presents a specific and complex pedagogical practice, characterized by the
physical and emotional vulnerability of the children, as well as their limi-
ted contact with their usual educational environment. In the contemporary
social context which integrates traditional, modern, and postmodern values,
this practice requires a reconsideration and redefinition of educational appro-
aches. The aim of this paper is to explore the possibilities of integrating va-
rious theoretical and value frameworks into pedagogical practice in hospital
settings, drawing on the conceptual insights of T. Quernbeck, J. Magrini, and
W. Pinar.

Quernbeck emphasizes the need for a synthesis of contemporary go-
als of education and upbringing, societal beliefs, and specific, often hybrid,
pedagogical practices. Magrini’s philosophical perspective highlights the ne-
cessity of a deliberate, ethically grounded education within culturally diverse
and socially sensitive contexts. Pinar, building on the theory of curriculum as
a subjective and narrative space, stresses the importance of reflective pedago-
gical action and the construction of the child’s identity, encouraging both te-
achers and children to co-construct the educational process through personal
stories and experiences as a dynamic dialogue. The pedagogical implications
of these approaches are multifaceted: the need for an individualized and em-
pathetic relationship with the child, support for the development of personal
meaning and subjectivity in extraordinary life circumstances, as well as the
cultivation of intercultural and ethical values as the foundation of the educa-
tional process. In this regard, hospital education can become a space for the
application of humanistic and critical pedagogical principles, with educators
and teachers acting as reflective and ethically responsible practitioners.

Abstract: Cultural and artistic heritage represents one of the most pre-
cious testimonies of human history and creativity. It encompasses language,
religion, customs, and historical monuments, which together form the fo-
undation of a nation’s identity.

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INFLUENCE OF CARTOONS AND VIDEO GAMES ON THE RE-
PRESENTATION OF FIGURES IN CHILDREN’S ARTWORK

Abstract: In this paper, we analyze the changes in children’s artistic
expression, specifically the transformations in the way human figures are re-
presented, which occur as a result of increased exposure to media influences
and the virtual world of computer games. Starting from the assumption that
the existing nomenclature of developmental stages in children’s drawings,
established in the second half of the twentieth century (Lowenfeld’s theory of
children’s artistic development and its interpretations), is insufficient in the
contemporary context of children’s artistic growth, we attempt to reexamine
the development of the child’s depiction of the human figure from a new per-
spective and in light of recent insights emerging in the information society.
The material for our analysis consists of children’s artworks featuring chara-
cters from animated films and video games, created by children aged 4 to 8.
Children’s artistic expression undergoes changes due to their overexposure to
the media of animated films and the graphic aesthetics of computer games.
We conclude that within the methodology of art education and the system
for classifying the stages of children’s drawings, it is necessary to introdu-
ce new categories that correspond to contemporary tendencies increasingly
stemming from digital and virtual, rather than exclusively real, models.

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NONVERBAL COMMUNICATION AS A FACTOR IN EFFECTIVE
EVALUATION IN HIGHER EDUCATION

Abstract: The contemporary context of higher education is oriented
toward ensuring the quality of the teaching process, a high degree of intera-
ctivity, and focusing on active experiential learning for students. An impor-
tant prerequisite for achieving these qualities is the communicative aspect
of teaching. Nonverbal communication stands out as a significant, yet often
overlooked factor in the communicative dimension of higher education and
teaching. The process of evaluation and grading and the role of nonverbal
communication in their objectivity, quality, and effectiveness occupy a lea-
ding position in this uncharted territory. Therefore, the aim of this study is
to explore the role of nonverbal communication in evaluating student achie-
vements, with special attention to how students perceive teachers’ nonverbal
signals during the oral assessment process. The research was conducted using
the focus group interview technique, with a purposive sample consisting of
six PhD students from different scientific fields. Participants reflected on their
own experiences related to oral assessments in higher education during the
interviews, with a specific focus on recognizing and interpreting teachers’
nonverbal cues in evaluative or examination situations. The research results
indicate that numerous aspects of nonverbal communication influence stu-
dents’ perception of assessments, including paralinguistic, proxemic, kinesic,
and other cues. Students often interpret these signals as implicit indicators
of the teacher’s attitude toward their knowledge, whereby the way students
interpret them depends on how well they know the professors, including in
their non-evaluative roles. Respondents emphasize that a single signal can be
interpreted in multiple ways depending on which professor is involved and
under which conditions the nonverbal dialogue takes place. The results show
that rarely is a single nonverbal cue a significant indicator of a professor’s
reaction, and it is usually a combination of nonverbal cues that confirms what
the professor is thinking at a given moment. Finally, the study highlights
the need for greater awareness among teachers about their own nonverbal
behaviors, as well as the need for more intensive involvement of teachers in
professional development programs in the field of nonverbal communication.

NOVA U REPUBLICI SRBIJI

Apstrakt: Visokoskolske ustanove i sistem visokog obrazovanja u
svetu razvijaju se u pravcu savremenog i drustveno odgovornog univerziteta,
zasnovanog na akademskim principima i vrednostima, ali i na prihvatanju
novih funkcija, poput kontinuiranog ucenja, transfera savremenih tehnologi-
ja, angazovanja i saradnje sa lokalnom zajednicom. Za potpunije razumeva-
nje konteksta visokos§kolskih ustanova u Republici Srbiji uradena je analiza
eksternog okruZenja kako bi se uvideli kljuéni uticaji i ¢inioci njenog funkci-
onisanja, a moze se primeniti i za kreiranje mogucih strategija. U radu je ko-
riS¢ena metoda za analizu eksternog konteksta organizacije — PEST metoda.
Navedena metoda podrazumeva analizu politickih, ekonomskih, socioloskih
i tehnicko-tehnoloskih faktora okruzenja. Kada su u pitanju navedeni ¢inio-
ci, ne bi trebalo zanemariti odnos drzavnih politika prema kvalitetu visokog
obrazovanja kao i usaglasavanje zakonskih regulativa Republike Srbije sa
Evropskim prostorom visokog obrazovanja. Poslednjih godina je u oblasti
visokog obrazovanja razvijen niz zakonskih regulativa i organizacionih jedi-
nica koje su zaduzene za njegov razvoj i unapredivanje. lako je isticano da
proces provere kvaliteta treba da postane refleksivan i analiti¢an, smatra se
da postoje¢e metode ne omogucavaju adekvatnu procenu indikatora u viso-
kom obrazovanju. Izostanak najvaznijih pokazatelja prema obuhvatu, rele-
vantnosti i efikasnosti ukazuje da sistem visokog obrazovanja nije u stanju
da odgovori postoje¢im potrebama u oblasti kvaliteta, podsticanju razvojne
dimenzije i inovacija.

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ANALYSIS OF THE EXTERNAL CONTEXT OF HIGHER
EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS IN THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA

Abstract: Higher education institutions and the system of higher edu-
cation in the world are developing in the direction of a modern and socially
responsible university, based on academic principles and values, but also on
the acceptance of new functions, such as continuous learning, transfer of mo-
dern technologies, engagement and cooperation with the local community.
For a more complete understanding of the context of higher education insti-
tutions in the Republic of Serbia, an analysis of the external environment was
done. The research used a PEST method for analyzing the external context
of the organization. The mentioned method implies the analysis of political,
economic, sociological and technical-technological factors of the environ-
ment. The factors imply the relationship of state policies toward the quality
of higher education should not be neglected, as well as the harmonization
of the legal regulations of the Republic of Serbia with the European Higher
Education Area. In recent years, several legal regulations and organizational
units have been developed in the field of higher education, which are res-
ponsible for its development and improvement. Although it was emphasized
that the quality control process should become reflective and analytical, it is
considered that the existing methods do not allow adequate assessment of
indicators in higher education. The absence of the most important indicators
according to coverage, relevance and efficiency indicates that the higher edu-
cation system cannot respond to existing needs in quality, encouraging the
development dimension and innovation.

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ULOGA SKOLE U VASPITANJU VREDNOSTI: STAVOVI
MLADIH O RODNIM ULOGAMA

Apstrakt: U savremenom druStvu sve viSe se isti¢e potreba za rea-
firmacijom vaspitne uloge skole. Ipak, kada je re¢ o osetljivim drustvenim
pitanjima, poput rodne (ne)ravnopravnosti, ¢ini se da takvi napori napreduju
znatno sporije. Cilj sprovedenog istrazivanja odnosio se na ispitivanje sta-
vova ucenika srednje Skole prema rodnim ulogama i primarnim izvorima
informisanja o temi rodne (ne)ravnopravnosti. U istrazivanju je ucestvova-
lo 211 ucenika/ca tre¢eg i Cetvrtog razreda srednjih Skola u Srbiji. Rezultati
su pokazali da su stavovi mladih, posmatrano na celokupnom uzorku, blizi
egalitarnim, ali da postoje rodne razlike — ucenice iskazuju znacajno egali-
tarnije stavove u poredenju sa ucenicima. Takode, svega 13 ucenika/ca skolu
prepoznaje kao primarni izvor informisanja o pitanjima rodne (ne)ravnoprav-
nosti. Nasuprot tome, najvecu grupu (151) ¢ine mladi koji se o ovim temama
informiSu putem drustvenih mreza i interneta, a rezultati pokazuju da upravo
oni ispoljavaju znacajno egalitarnije stavove u poredenju sa mladima koji
navode da se ne informi$u o ovim pitanjima. Dobijeni rezultati ukazuju na to
da skola jo$ uvek ne predstavlja primarni prostor za promisljanje o temi rodne
(ne)ravnopravnosti. Da bi vaspitna uloga $kole bila adekvatno ostvarena, ne-
ophodno je osveséivanje vrednosti koje se prenose kroz delovanje skrivenog
kurikuluma, kontinuirano zalaganje za njihovu kriticku analizu i sprovodenje
vaspitno-obrazovnih aktivnosti usmerenih na razvoj rodne ravnopravnosti u
obrazovanju, a samim tim i u drustvu.

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THE ROLE OF SCHOOLS IN VALUE EDUCATION: STUDENTS’
ATTITUDES TOWARD GENDER ROLES

Abstract: In contemporary society, the need to reaffirm the educati-
onal role of schools is increasingly emphasized. However, when it comes
to sensitive social issues such as gender (in)equality, progress in this regard
appears to be considerably slower. The aim of the conducted research was to
examine secondary school students’ attitudes toward gender roles and their
primary sources of information on the topic of gender (in)equality. The study
included 211 third- and fourth-grade students from secondary schools in Ser-
bia. The results showed that, overall, students’ attitudes tend to be more ega-
litarian, but that gender differences exist - female students express significan-
tly more egalitarian attitudes compared to male students. Moreover, only 13
participants identified school as their primary source of information on gen-
der (in)equality issues. In contrast, the largest group (151 students) reported
obtaining such information through social media and the Internet, and these
students exhibited significantly more egalitarian attitudes than those who sta-
ted that they do not seek information on these topics. The findings suggest
that schools still do not serve as the primary space for reflecting on issues
of gender (in)equality. For the educational role of schools to be adequately
fulfilled, it is necessary to raise awareness of the values transmitted through
the hidden curriculum, to engage in their continuous critical examination,
and to implement educational activities aimed at fostering gender equality in
education - and consequently, in society as a whole.

Apstrakt. Cilj ovog istrazivanja bio je ispitati stavove nastavnika ra-
zredne nastave o zastupljenosti sadrzaja ekoloSskog odgoja i obrazovanja u
okviru vannastavnih aktivnosti u osnovnim $kolama. Istrazivanje je provede-
no na uzorku od 120 nastavnika u Zeni¢ko-dobojskom kantonu, primjenom
kvantitativne metodologije i posebno konstruisanog anketnog upitnika. Re-
zultati su pokazali da nastavnici izraZavaju umjereno pozitivne stavove o
zastupljenosti ekoloskih sadrzaja u vannastavnim aktivnostima, s prosje¢nim
vrijednostima izmedu 2,6 i1 2,7 na Cetvorostepenoj skali. Nisu utvrdene sta-
tisticki znacajne razlike u stavovima prema spolu i radnom iskustvu. UoCene
su snazne medusobne korelacije izmedu razli¢itih aspekata ekoloskog odgoja

Abstract. The aim of this research was to investigate the attitudes of
primary school teachers toward the inclusion of environmental education
content in extracurricular activities in elementary schools. The study was
conducted on a sample of 120 teachers in the Zenica-Doboj Canton, using
a quantitative methodology and a specially designed questionnaire. The re-
sults showed that teachers expressed moderately positive attitudes toward the
inclusion of environmental content in extracurricular activities, with avera-
ge values ranging between 2.6 and 2.7 on a four-point scale. No statistica-
lly significant differences were found in attitudes with respect to gender or
work experience. Strong correlations were observed among various aspects
of environmental education, including knowledge, values, skills, and types
of content (explicit, implicit, formative, and informative). Most respondents
expressed the belief that extracurricular activities significantly contribute to
the development of environmental awareness among students. The findings
indicate the need for stronger systemic support for teachers and a strategic
approach to the implementation of environmental education in schools.

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PRIMJENA AUDIO-VIZUELNIH MEDIJA U NASTAVI GEOGRAFIJE

Apstrakt: Obrazovanje se mora shvatati kao ziv proces podlozan pro-
mjenama. Shodno tome, konstantno se razvijaju i usavrSavaju didakti¢ki me-
diji, nastavne metode i oblici rada, a sve u svrhu poboljsanja u¢inkovitosti
nastavnog procesa. Racionalna primjena audio-vizuelnih medija u kvalitetno
organizovanom procesu nastave geografije, znacajno moze da doprinese da
ucenici strpljivije, pazljivije, temeljnije i lakSe savladavaju ¢ak i najteze obra-
zovne sadrzaje.

Ovim radom se Zeli ukazati na moguénost koristenja audio-vizuelnih
medija u nastavi geografije i na njihov pozitivan uticaj na kvalitet i trajnost
znanja kod ucenika. Istrazivanjem su obuhvaceni nastavnici i uéenici u pet
gradskih i seoskih osnovnih $kola na teritoriji opstina Niksi¢ i Risan. Vazno
je istaci da je u pitanju hotimi¢no odabrani uzorak, kojim je obuhvaceno 100
ucenika i 7 nastavnika. Cilj rada je da se sagleda nacin i uestalost koriStenja
audio-vizuelnih medija u nastavi geografije u osnovnim $kolama, da se teo-
rijski razmotre njihove mogucnosti i izazovi, te da se prakti¢no potvrdi njihov
znacaj za unapredenje kvaliteta nastave i postignuc¢a ucenika. S obzirom da se
ovo empirijsko istrazivanje temelji na utvrdivanju postojeéeg stanja i njegove
analize na odabranom uzorku, u tu svrhu koristene su metoda teorijske anali-
ze 1 deskriptivna metoda. Primijenjene istrazivacke tehnike su tehnika analize
sadrzaja i anonimno anketiranje, dok se kao osnovni istrazivacki instrument
koristio anketni upitnik za nastavnike i u¢enike. Analiza dobijenih rezultata
ukazuju na nekompatibilnost u percepcijama nastavnika i ucenika o ucesta-
losti primjene ovih medija, s obzirom da se vise od dvije tre¢ine nastavnika
izjasnilo da ¢esto koriste audio-vizuelne medije u nastavi geografije, dok s
druge strane, 58% ucenika smatra da se ovi mediji u nastavi geografije rijetko
koriste.

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APPLICATION OF AUDIO-VISUAL MEDIA IN THE TEACHING
OF GEOGRAPHY

Abstract: Education must be understood as a living process subject to
change. Accordingly, didactic media, teaching methods, and forms of work
are constantly being developed and improved, all with the aim of enhancing
the effectiveness of the teaching process. The rational use of audiovisual me-
dia in a well-organized geography teaching process can significantly contri-
bute to helping students learn even the most challenging educational content
more patiently, attentively, thoroughly, and easily.

This paper aims to highlight the potential of using audiovisual media
in geography teaching and their positive effects on students’ knowledge. The
research involved teachers and students from five urban and rural primary
schools in the municipalities of Niksi¢ and Risan. It is important to note that
a purposive sample was used, including 100 students and 7 teachers. The
main goal of the paper is to examine how and how often audiovisual media
are used in geography teaching in primary schools, to theoretically consider
their possibilities and challenges, and to empirically confirm their significan-
ce for improving the quality of teaching and student achievement. Since this
empirical research is based on identifying and analyzing the current situati-
on within the selected sample, the methods used include theoretical analysis
and the descriptive method. The research techniques applied were content
analysis and anonymous surveying, while the main research instrument was
a questionnaire for teachers and students. The analysis of the obtained results
indicates a discrepancy between teachers’ and students’ perceptions regar-
ding the frequency of using these media. More than two-thirds of teachers
stated that they often use audiovisual media in geography teaching, while,
on the other hand, 58% of students believe that these media are rarely used
in geography classes. The results of our research show that the majority of
teachers (57.14%) and students (40%) believe that audiovisual media partia-
lly contribute to the durability and quality of knowledge, while 42.86% of
teachers and 50% of students see this contribution as complete.

Abstract: Baskin, as an inclusive sports activity accessible and adap-
ted to every participant, originated in Italy in the early 2000s and represents
an innovative pedagogical paradigm that promotes inclusion in the educatio-
nal system. Its fundamental principle is based on the postulate of focusing on
what a person with a disability can do, rather than what they cannot do. Ba-
skin enables active and competent participation of students with and without
disabilities, simultaneously fostering equality, cooperation, and shared goals
while reducing ableism. Empirical research has shown that the application of
Baskin significantly improves students’ attitudes toward persons with disabi-
lities, reducing rejection and prejudice. This innovative model, grounded in
the principles of Universal Design and the reverse integration model, repre-
sents a practical example of social inclusion by reducing negative attitudes
toward persons with disabilities, fostering collectivism, and encouraging an
inclusive culture within educational systems.

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LEADERSHIP STYLES IN THE CONTEMPORARY CLASSROOM

Abstract: The study offers a critical re-evaluation of teaching styles
in the context of instructional leadership, aiming to determine which peda-
gogical approaches prevail in current educational practice. The study focuses
on three leadership models — authoritarian, democratic, and laissez-faire —
whose application is explored through an examination of teachers’ attitudes.
Descriptive statistical analysis was used to identify prevailing patterns of pe-
dagogical practice in the contemporary classroom. The results indicate that
the democratic style significantly prevails in teaching practice, particularly
in areas related to fostering student responsibility, encouraging participati-
on in decision-making, and promoting open communication supported by
constructive feedback. The authoritarian style remains present in the domain
of maintaining discipline and structure, while the laissez-faire style is only
marginally represented — primarily through elements of tolerance and non-in-
trusive support, that is, flexibility in working with students. The hypothesis
asserting the predominance of the democratic leadership style was confirmed,
with a discernible tendency among teachers to adopt a context-sensitive inte-
gration of different pedagogical approaches. These findings have significant
pedagogical implications: they highlight the need for continuous professional
development of teachers, support for democratic teaching methods, and the
fostering of reflective teaching practice. Improving educational policies to
support approaches that encourage student engagement, cooperation, and se-
If-regulation — while maintaining clear structure and pedagogical consistency
— represents a crucial step toward a higher-quality education system.

Abstract: In contemporary educational practice, the role of the peda-
gogical counselor is becoming increasingly significant due to the growing
challenges faced by students, teachers, and parents in the process of educati-
on and upbringing.

Abstract: The research compares and contrasts pre-service and in-ser-
vice teachers’ perceptions of salient properties of the complex concept second
language learning applying a corpus-driven approach within the cognitive
framework. To create the corpus, a set of unfinished sentences featuring the
term SLL in different syntactic positions were given to 34 students of Primary
Pedagogy and English as a Second Language at SWU “Neofit Rilski” and
to 10 teachers of English in private and state schools in Blagoevgrad. The
CASA method for construction grammar analysis was applied to classify the
argument structure constructions (ASCxns) recurrent in the corpus. Based
on this analysis, the dominant metaphors associated with teachers’ and edu-
cation majors’ perceptions of second language learning were uncovered by:
(i) identifying the recurrent conceptual integration patterns in the corpus; (ii)
juxtaposing the metaphorical blended spaces with the corresponding ASCnxs
to deduce form - function relations specific to the concept second language
learning as perceived by the informants. The analysis shows that the bulk of
pre-conceptual schemata and metaphors in terms of which educators con-
ceive of the central commitment in their professional realization contribute
to a reframing of the concept SLL as (i) a resource or source of prosperity;
(ii) a source of light; (iii) a supporting structure; and (iv) a path (to success).
However, students of education generally frame all their perceptions within
the concept of SLL as a social and professional instrument, while in-service
teachers’ predominant conceptualization views SLL as a goal to be achieved
and value to be cherished.

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PERCEPCIJE STUDENATA NASTAVNICKIH SMEROVA I
NASTAVNIKA U PRAKSI O KOMPLEKSNOM KONCEPTU
UCENJA DRUGOG JEZIKA: KONCEPTUALNA INTEGRACIJA
ILI KONCEPTUALNI JAZ

Apstrakt: Istrazivanje uporeduje i suprotstavlja percepcije studenata
nastavni¢kih smerova i nastavnika u praksi o istaknutim svojstvima kom-
pleksnog koncepta ucenja drugog jezika, primenom pristupa zasnovanog na
korpusu u okviru kognitivnog okvira. Radi kreiranja korpusa, grupi od 34
studenta pedagogije i engleskog kao drugog jezika na Jugozapadnom univer-
zitetu ,,Neofit Rilski“ i 10 nastavnika engleskog jezika iz privatnih i drzavnih
Skola u Blagoevgradu, data su nedovr$ena rec¢enice sa terminom SLL (Second
Language Learning) u razli¢itim sintaksickim pozicijama. Metod CASA za
analizu konstrukcione gramatike primenjen je radi klasifikacije konstrukcija
argumentne strukture (ASCxns) koje se ponavljaju u korpusu. Na osnovu ove
analize, otkrivene su dominantne metafore povezane sa percepcijama nastav-
nika i studenata nastavnickih smerova o uc¢enju drugog jezika, i to kroz: (1)
identifikaciju ponavljajucih obrazaca konceptualne integracije u korpusu; (2)
poredenje metafori¢kih spojenih prostora sa odgovaraju¢im ASCxns struktu-
rama, radi izvodenja odnosa izmedu forme i funkcije specifi¢nih za koncept
ucenja drugog jezika onako kako ga ispitanici dozivljavaju.

Analiza pokazuje da veéina prekonceptualnih Sema i metafora, pre-
ko kojih prosvetni radnici poimaju centralnu obavezu u svom profesio-
nalnom ostvarivanju, doprinosi redefinisanju koncepta SLL kao: (1) re-
sursa ili izvora blagostanja; (2) izvora svetlosti; (3) potporne strukture; i
(4) puta (ka uspehu). Medutim, studenti nastavni¢kih smerova uglavnom
svoje percepcije oblikuju u okviru koncepta SLL kao drustvenog i profesio-
nalnog instrumenta, dok nastavnici u praksi SLL predominantno posmatraju
kao cilj koji treba postiéi i vrednost koju treba negovati.

Apstrakt: Veée Evropske unije 2018. godine u Preporukama o kljuc-
nim kompetencijama na popisu osnovnih kompetencija, potrebne svakom
pojedincu za osobno samoostvarenje i razvitak, prepoznaje znacaj razvoja
poduzetni¢kih kompetencija, kreativnosti i osecaja inicijative. Polaze¢i od
¢injenice da se odgojni i obrazovni rad ne moze svesti na rutine i automa-
tizirane radnje za pedagoga je znacajno, u pogledu profesionalnog i osob-
nog razvoja, da radi na osnazivanju poduzetnickih kompetencija. Rec je o
kompetencijama koje se mogu manifestirati u razli¢itim oblicima ponaSanja
kao $to su: razmisljanje izvan okvira, prepoznavanje prilika koje drugi ne
vide, traganje za reSenjima koja su drugacija od onih koja su trenutno dos-
tupna, vestine i umeca planiranja, pregovaranja, komuniciranja, itd. Cilj rada
je istraziti kako pedagozi iz prakse, shodno potrebama i podru¢jima rada,
(samo)procjenjuju znacaj poduzetnic¢kih kompetencija za profesiju kojom se
bave. U istrazivanju se koriste deskriptivna metoda, metoda teorijske analize
te servey metod. Analiza dokumentacije i anketiranje su tehnike istraziva-
nja, anketni upitnik je merni instrument. Odgovori ispitanika ukazuju da su
poduzetni¢ke kompetencije pedagoga usko povezane sa stvaranjem prilika
za osobni razvoj pedagoga u drustvenom okruzenju. Isti¢u da poduzetnic-
ke kompetencije pedagoga posebno dolaze do izrazaja u situacijama kada je
potrebno pokazati spremnost i otvorenost za: promene i nova iskustva (ino-
vativnost), upravljanje rizikom i vodenjem. Obrazovanje pedagoga je kon-
tinuirana profesionalna obaveza, stoga se prakti¢ni zna¢aj teme istrazivanja
ocituje u tome S§to su prikupljeni odgovori ispitanika vredan izvor podataka
za kreiranje preporuka o moguénostima razvoja poduzetnickih kompetencija
pedagoga. S druge strane, ponudena tema istrazivanja ukazuje na vrednosti
profesije pedagoga, profesionalnih multiplih uloga i funkcija koje pedagog
ima danas.

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ENTREPRENEURIAL COMPETENCES FROM THE
PERSPECTIVE OF TEACHER PRACTICE

Abstract: In 2018, the Council of the European Union recognizes the
importance of developing entrepreneurial competencies, creativity and a sen-
se of initiative in the Recommendations on key competencies on the list of
basic competencies that every individual needs for personal self-realizati-
on and development. Starting from the fact that educational work cannot be
reduced to routines and automated actions, it is important for the pedago-
gue, in terms of professional and personal development, to work on stren-
gthening entrepreneurial competencies. It is about competencies that can be
manifested in different forms of behavior such as: thinking outside the box,
recognizing opportunities that others do not see, searching for solutions that
are different from those currently available, skills and abilities of planning,
negotiation, communication, etc. The goal of the work is to investigate how
pedagogues from practice, according to the needs and areas of work, (self)
assess the importance of entrepreneurial competencies for the profession they
are engaged in. The descriptive method, the theoretical analysis method and
the survey method are used in the research. Document analysis and surveying
are research techniques, the survey questionnaire is a measuring instrument.

The respondents’ answers indicate that the entrepreneurial competen-
cies of pedagogues are closely related to the creation of opportunities for
personal development of pedagogues in the social environment. They point
out that the entrepreneurial competencies of pedagogues come to the fore in
situations where it is necessary to show readiness and openness for changes
and new experiences (innovation), risk management and leadership. Educa-
ting pedagogues is a continuous professional obligation, therefore, the practi-
cal importance of the research topic is manifested in the fact that the collected
answers of the respondents are a valuable source of data for creating recom-
mendations on the possibilities of developing entrepreneurial competences
of pedagogues. On the other hand, the proposed research topic indicates the
values of the pedagogue profession, the multiple professional roles and fun-
ctions that the pedagogue has today.

SCHOOL AS AN EDUCATIONAL ENVIRONMENT FROM
THE PERSPECTIVE OF TEACHERS AND PROFESSIONAL
ASSOCIATES

Abstract: The aim of this research was to examine how teachers (both
classroom and subject teachers) and school professionals perceive the educa-
tional environment, with the goal of identifying similarities and differences in
their understanding and perception of its educational role. The sample inclu-
ded a total of 282 respondents, out of whom 247 were teachers (87. 6%) and
35 were professional associates (12. 4%), all employed in primary schools in
the Republic of Serbia. To assess the educational function of the school from
the perspective of teachers and professional associates, a questionnaire was
developed. In addition to descriptive statistics, the study used independent
samples t- test, one- way analysis of variance (ANOVA), and Pearson corre-
lation coefficient, with a significance level of p <0. 05. The results confirmed
the initial hypothesis that there were statistically significant differences in
respondents’ perceptions of the educational role of the school (p < 0. 05).
Teachers valued their own and the institution’s roles in achieving educational
goals more highly (4. 75 + 0. 45) compared to professional associates (4. 49 +
0. 51), who highlighted the importance of collaborative relationships and the
connection between the school, family, and community. Classroom teachers
showed higher degree of agreement in planning educational tasks (4. 82 £ 0.
39), whereas subject teachers emphasized the role of the pedagogical climate
more (4. 68 + 0. 47). Female teachers showed higher levels of identification
with the educational goals of the school (p = 0.002), and employees in urban
schools valued the school’s educational role more than their counterparts in
suburban and rural areas (p = 0. 0.004). A negative correlation between length
of service and specific aspects of the educational function (r = —0. 0.140; p
< 0. 05) suggests that teachers and professional associates with less expe-
rience tend to be more engaged and show greater initiative. The findings of
this study highlight the need for systematic efforts to strengthen cooperation
between teachers and professional associates and they can serve as a basis for
further examination of this important pedagogical issue.
